MINUTES OF May 23, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 23rd day of May, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Robert McNamee led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the May 18, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted with Commissioner Sneary abstaining from the vote. 
Action Items:
Resolution #342-06.  Authorize training, seminar, and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #343-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Children Services Board Fund #2019.
Correspondence has been received from Pam Meihls, Director of Management Services for Allen County Children Services, requesting a new appropriation amount of $700,000.00 for additional expenses for the building project on Spring Street.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #344-06.  Supplemental appropriation to various Adult Probation Department Funds.

This request has been received from Sherry Buettner, Director of Adult Probation, for a new appropriation totaling $7,941.27 of various grants.  This is necessary to reimburse the state any unused grant monies.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #345-06.  Authorize the employment of Matt Sheely as a Summer Engineering Intern in the Sanitary Engineering Department.

This resolution was discussed at the May 18, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  Mr. Sheely shall be employed as a summer engineering intern from May 30, 2006 through September 1, 2006 at the rate of $11.23 per hour.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #346-06.  Grant a Right-of-Way and an easement to American Electric Power for property located at 620 West Market Street.

American Electric Power is in need of a right-of-way and an easement to facilitate the underground primary electrical system requested to serve this location.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #347-06.  Accept bid and enter into contract with Asphalt Materials, Inc. for the Liquid Asphalt for Tar & Chip Work on the Allen County Road Program.

This resolution was discussed at the May 18, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  Two bids were received with Asphalt Materials, Inc. being the low bid in the amount of $628,672.71.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Brad Niemeyer, Assistant  Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:
1. Request to employ a Maintenance Worker I.  A Collection II Operator was reclassified to the position of Lift Station Operator I to assist with the increase workload associated with the county’s lift station.  This resulted in an open position.   Individuals were interviewed and it is the recommendation that Christopher Wilson be employed to fill this position.  Mr. Wilson has several years of residential and commercial electrical wiring experience, which has afforded him to sharpen his blueprint reading skills as well as develop a good solid electrical background.  Mr. Wilson is to begin employment on May 30, 2006 at the rate of $15.34 per hour, with a 120 day probationary period.

2. Request to advertise to receive bids for the purchase of a Sound Attenuated Environmental Portable Engine Driven Automatic Pumping System.  This pump will be used to assist in emergency pumping situations due to power outages and mechanical failures.  It will also be used to facilitate pumping during scheduled maintenance events and during special projects that require bypass pumping.  The bid opening is scheduled for June 21, 2006 at 10:00 a.m.
