MINUTES OF MAY 24, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 24th day of May, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Chris Hardesty, Allen County Engineer’s Office, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the May 19, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #276-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #277-05.  Authorize the issuance of Sewer System Improvement Bonds.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, presented this request at the May 19, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This issuance consists of $950,000 for the Oakview Subdivision Improvement Area and $340,000 for the Delmar Glenn Sewer Project.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #278-05.  Authorize the issuance of Waterline Improvement Bonds.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, presented this request at the May 19, 2005 Agenda Meeting.    This issuance consists of the Fort Shawnee Waterline Improvement Special Assessment General Obligation Bond, the Berryman Waterline Project, Southwood Waterline Project and the Trebor Drive Waterline Project for a total amount not to exceed $2,235,000.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #279-05.  Authorize the issuance of Various Purpose Bonds, Series 2005.   

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, presented this request at the May 19, 2005 Agenda Meeting.   This resolution combines the sewer system improvement bonds and waterline improvement bonds into once issuance.  

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #280-05.  Authorize commitment of program income funds for repairs to a property located on East Twelfth Street.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the May 19, 2005 Agenda Meeting. This is the commitment of $916.00 for removal and installation of flooring.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #281-05.  Authorize to enter into an Administrative Agreement to provide Community Development Block Grant Funds to the City of Delphos.  
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the May 19, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This agreement will provide CDBG funds to the City of Delphos for capital improvements and administration with FY’2004 monies in an amount not to exceed $35,000.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #282-05.  Authorize a Termination of Lease Agreement for the Juvenile Diversion Office.

This is terminating the lease for space located at 1850 Spencerville Road effective April 28, 2005.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #283-05.  Authorize the Department of Job & Family Services to make purchases through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program.

This authorizes purchases, excluding vehicles, to be made by DJFS up to $25,000 through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program without the authorization by the Board of Commissioners. 

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #284-05, authorize cancellation and release of mortgage of a Rental Rehab Property.  In 1992 the Board of Commissioners entered into a mortgage agreement with a property owner for a rental rehab project on North Elizabeth Street, Lima, Ohio.  The Board then approved an assumption agreement in 1997.  The mortgage should have been released in 2002.  The property owner is attempting to sell the property and needs the release to finalize the transaction.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.  Chris Hardesty, County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #285-05, accept bid and enter into contract with the Sherwin Williams Company.  The apparent low bidder was Sherwin Williams Company in the amount of $29,799.00.  This contract is for the purchase of 4,895 gallons of yellow paint and 605 gallons of white paint for the road striping program.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
C.  Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to hire a Summer Intern.  Brad Niemeyer requested that the Board authorize the employment of Matt Sheely.  This individual will be used to update the GIS system.   He is currently attending college in the engineering field.   Mr. Sheely will start May 31, 2005 and end September 2, 2005 at the rate of $10.80 per hour.

2.   Request to accept proposal and enter into contract for the Shawnee Meadow Sub-Basin and Lee Ann Drive Sanitary Sewer Relining Project.     Brad Niemeyer stated that nine bids were received with the low bid being Insituform Technologies, Inc. with a bid of $267,837.50.  Engineer’s estimate was $300,000.00.

3.   Request to hire a Summer Laboratory Assistant Intern.  Rick Boerger is requesting that the Board authorize the employment of Paul Holbrook.  Mr. Holbrook will assist the department with the additional testing required by OEPA permits.  This individual will begin employment June 13, 2005 at the rate of $8.38 per hour for a period not to exceed 15 weeks.
