MINUTES OF MAY 31, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 31st day of May, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the May 26, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #294-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #295-05.  Authorize a warrant of advance for the Allen County Engineer’s Office.

This is the advancement of $10,000 for the Moening Ditch #1233 Project.  

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #296-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Drug Law Enforcement Trust Fund.

This is an increase in the appropriation of $38,489.12 for a new appropriation of $68,489.12.  This is a result of seized funds that will be divided as follows:  40% to the Sheriff’s Office, 40% to the Lima Police Department and 20% to the Prosecutor’s Office.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #297-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Early Childhood Special Education, IDEA Fund.

This is an increase in the appropriation of $1,061.29 to supplies and $850.00 to in-service.    This is a result of increased funding from the Ohio Department of Education.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #298-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Construction and Demolition Fund.

This is an increase in the appropriation of $20,000 to other expenses and $6,500 to administration for a total increase of $26,500.00.  The reason for the increase is that the Health Department will be receiving fees levied on the disposal of construction and demolition debris at the EOLM landfill.  The purpose of these fees will be for funding Health Department and OEPA inspection programs.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #299-05.  Authorize to enter into contract with LACCA for fair housing services.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the May 3, 2005 Agenda Meeting.   Through this contract, LACCA agrees to provide Fair Housing services to the residents of Allen County for an amount not to exceed $13,600 for period commencing May 1, 2005 and ending December 31, 2006.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #300-05.  Authorize the renewal of an agreement with Downes, Hurst & Fishel for professional services with the Child Support Enforcement Agency.

Lisa Merkle, Child Support Enforcement Agency Director, presented this request at the May 24, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This is for labor relation services at a contract value not to exceed $25,000 for a period commencing June 1, 2005 and ending May 31, 2006.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #301-05.  Authorize the Child Support Enforcement Agency to renew a contract with Thomas A. Martin for investigative services.

Lisa Merkle, Child Support Enforcement Agency Director, presented this request at the May 24, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This contract is for an amount not to exceed $15,000, commencing    June 16, 2005 and ending June 15, 2006.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #302-05.  Rescind Resolution #274-05 dated May 19, 2005, granting a subordination agreement with Interbay Funding, LLC.

This is a result of the subordination agreement being no longer needed.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #303-05.  Authorize the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency to enter into contract with Michael White for service of process.  

Lisa Merkle, Child Support Enforcement Agency Director, presented this request at the May 24, 2005 Agenda Meeting.    This contract is for Service of Process on Title IV-D cases in Juvenile and Common Pleas Courts at the rate of $21.00 per hour with a cost not to exceed $15,000.  This contract shall be effective June 1, 2005 through May 31, 2006.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, presented the following:

1. Request to enter into contract with ACCU-TRACE Land Survey, Inc.   Per Degen, 6131.12 of the ORC allows the County Engineer to request up to 25% from the Preliminary Report of the County Engineer, provided that the project is approved at the first hearing.  This is request to appropriate $10,000 for the Moening Ditch #1233 to be utilized for consulting services with ACCE-TRACE Land Survey, Inc. in the amount of $6,500.00 as well as mailing and advertising costs and costs incurred at the County Engineer’s Office.
