MINUTES OF JUNE 1, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 1st day of June, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Tim Roush led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the May 30, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #373-06.  Authorize training, seminar, and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #374-06.  Supplemental appropriation to the HAVA Fund 2097.
A request for this supplemental appropriation was received from Keith Cunningham, Allen County Board of Elections for the HAVA Fund 2097.  The total original appropriation is in the amount of $0.00 and a new appropriation amount of $4,540.52 for a total increase of $4,540.52, the funds are needed to facilitate the repayment of an unbudgeted amount.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #375-06.  Supplemental appropriation to the General Fund 1001.
This supplemental request was received from Becky Saine, County Administrator, for the General Fund (1001) Sheriff.  The total original appropriation is in the amount of $952,500.00 and a new appropriation amount of $1,073,820.00 for a total increase of $121,320.00, these funds are needed for comp-time buyout for the Sheriff’s Office.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #376-06.  Authorize the employment of Michael Caprella as Summer Help in the Sanitary Engineering Department.
The Board received written communication from Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, requesting to employ Michael Caprella as summer help in the Sanitary Engineering Department for a period not to exceed 15 weeks effective June 12, 2006 through September 22, 2006 at the rate of $7.85 per hour.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #377-06.  Authorize a warrant to return an advance from the County Water Fund 5036 to the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund 5035.
The Board authorized, by Resolution #186-04 dated March 18, 2004, an advance from the Sanitary Engineer’s Surplus Fund to the County Water Fund in the amount of $10,000.00.  The Board also authorized, by Resolution #700-05 dated November 11, 2005, an advance from the Sanitary Engineer’s Surplus Fund to the County Water Fund in the amount of $5,500.00.  Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested that a warrant to return advances from the Water Fund 5036 to the Sanitary Engineer’s Surplus Fund 5035 be made in the amount of $15,500.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #378-06.  Authorize a contract between the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services and the Allen County Board of MR/DD for the administration of the Help Me Grow Program for FY’2007
Lynn Shock, Director of the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, has requested that the Board authorize a contract with the Allen County Board of MR/DD for the administration of the TANF funds, Part C funds and General Revenue Funds for the Help Me Grow Program FY’2007 effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $448,977.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #379-06.  Authorize a contract between the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services and Transportation Services Corp. dba Black & White Cab Co. for transportation services.
Lynn Shock, Director of the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, is requesting that the Board authorize a contract with Transportation Services Corp. dba Black & White Cab Co. for transportation services effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $125,000.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #380-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to amend a contract with Rosey Mary Tisdale dba Tizzy’z Kidz Bizz Day Care for the provision of daycare services.
Lynn Shock, Director of the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, requested that the Board authorize an amendment to the existing contract with Rosey Mary Tisdale dba Tizzy’z Kidz Bizz Day Care for the provision of daycare services increasing the amount of the contract by $15,000.00 from $60,000.00 to an amount not to exceed $80,000.00 effective June 2, 2006.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Community Development, Pat Fuqua, presented the following:
1. Request to commit CDBG Home Repair funds for a property located on Powers Avenue, American Township.  The property owners located on Powers Avenue, Lima, Ohio have applied and been found eligible for assistance with drainage and moisture problems.  The work includes foundation work, lining the crawl space with plastic, installation of sump pumps and the addition of earth to the perimeter of the foundation.  Two estimates were received from Home Maintenance Support in the amount of $4,515.00 and from DDC/Rehab in the amount of $4,700.00.  If arrangements can be made with the Township to gain access to a roadside drain for a water outlet, the scope and costs will increase.  The housing specialist, excavator and homeowners are exploring that possibility.
2. Request authorization to advertise to receive bids for the FY’05 Formula Spencerville Street Improvement Project.  The Village of Spencerville was allocated $61,400.00 from the FY’05 Formula Grant for street resurfacing.  The Village is to pay for any overage in addition to the Engineering costs estimated at $4,000.00.  Bruce would like to advertise for bids on this project June 9th and 16th with a bid opening date of June 27, 2006 at 10:00 a.m. in the Commissioners Office.
