MINUTES OF JUNE 2, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 2nd day of June, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Alan Mefferd, Allen County Sheriff’s Office, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the May 31, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #304-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #305-05.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.

This is the transfer of $4,440.00 for payment to the West Central Ohio Labor Management Citizens Committee for the period of July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #306-05.  Authorize a warrant to return advanced funds from the County Water Fund 036-001 to the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund 035-002.

This is the return of $1,000 for monies advanced to cover expenses for the St. John’s Waterline.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #307-05.  Supplemental appropriation for Adult Probation – Funds 081-457 and 081-458.

This is a total increase in the appropriation of $30,438.00 to Fund 081-457 and a total increase in the appropriation of $5,106.14 to Fund 081-458.   These transfers are necessary due to additional appropriations needed for 2005. 
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #308-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Delmar Glen Fund 101 and the Southwood Waterline Construction Fund 110-180.

This is an increase in the appropriation of $340,000 to the Delmar Glen Fund 101 and an increase in the appropriation of $74,600.00 to the Southwood Waterline Construction Fund 110-180.  These transfers are necessary to pay the principal amount due on the note issuance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #309-05.  Supplemental appropriation for Mental Health & Recovery Services – Fund 009-000.
This is a total increase in the appropriation of $120,000.00. These transfers are necessary as a result of additional staff and insurance.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #310-05.  Approval of “Then and Now” purchase orders.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #311-05.  Authorize the purchase of one (1) 2002 Dodge Durango from Crofts Auto’s and More for Juvenile Court.

Cliff Dye, Allen County Juvenile Court, presented this request at the May 12, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  The cost of said vehicle is in the amount of $15,595.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #312-05.  Resolution for lease of office space at 1800 Allentown Road, Suite B, Lima, Ohio for the Allen County Juvenile Diversion Office.

As a result of fire, water and smoke damage to office space on Spencerville Road, it is necessary to relocate the Juvenile Diversion Office.  This lease for office space will be for a period of twelve (12) months beginning June 1, 2005 and terminating May 31, 2006 at a cost of $19,200.00 payable in monthly installments of $1,600.00 per month.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #313-05.  Authorize the sale of county owned property deemed obsolete and no longer needed for county purposes and authorize a contract with Sargent Auctioneers, Inc. for the sale of same per Section 307.12 of the Ohio Revised Code.

Alan Mefferd from the Allen County Sheriff’s Office announced that there will be a county auction held at the Allen County Fairgrounds on June 18, 2005 at 10:00 a.m.  The Allen County Sheriff’s Office will dispose of forfeited and unclaimed items.  There will also be personal property from various Allen County departments, as well as miscellaneous items from various townships.  Only cash and checks will be received as a form of payment.  Public view will begin at 9:00 a.m. on June 18, 2005.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Sherry Buettner, Adult Probation, presented the following:

1. Request to enter into a FY’2006 Community Based Corrections Program Subsidy Grant Agreement.   This is a request to enter into a grant agreement in the amount of $325,352.00 for prison diversion and $64,959.00 for jail diversion.
