MINUTES OF JUNE 7, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 7th day of June, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Dana Sterling, Building and Grounds Superintendent, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the June 2, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #314-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #315-05.  Supplemental appropriation for the Sheriff’s Office – Fund 860.

This is an increase in the appropriation of $420.42 to cover workmen’s compensation costs.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #316-05.  Allocate and encumber funds and issue payment to the Village of Fort Shawnee from the Motor Vehicle Permissive Tax Fund.

This is the allocation, encumbrance and issuance of $16,076.17 to the Village of Fort Shawnee from the Motor Vehicle Permissive Tax fund for a portion of their 2005 road program expenses.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #317-05.  Allocate and encumber funds and issue payment to the Village of Harrod from the Motor Vehicle Permissive Tax fund.
This is the allocation, encumbrance and issue of $11,147.45 to the Village of Harrod from the Motor Vehicle Permissive Tax fund for a portion of their 2005 road program expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #318-05.  Authorize submission of a grant agreement to the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction for the 407 Non-Residential Felony Grant.

Sherry Buettner, Adult Probation, presented this request at the June 2, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This grant is in the amount of $325,352.00 for a period commencing July 1, 2005 and ending June 30, 2006.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #319-05.  Authorize submission of a grant agreement to the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction for the 408 Non-Residential Misdemeanant Grant.

Sherry Buettner, Adult Probation, presented this request at the June 2, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This grant is in the amount of $64,959.00 for a period commencing July 1, 2005 and ending   June 30, 2006.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #320-05.  Approve the probationary termination of an employee at the Allen County Department of Human Services.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #321-05.  Accept bids and enter into contracts for the Allen County Educational Service Center Building Renovations and Repairs Project.

Dana Sterling, Building and Grounds Superintendent, stated that nine (9) total bids were received for the project.  The engineer’s estimate was $520,000.  Due to the fact the bids came in under the engineer’s estimate in the amount of $453,667.00, Sterling requested that the Board authorize the completion of the bid alternates.   This would bring the total cost of the project to $602,067.00.  Bid awards are as follows:  Beckmann & Associates - $333,700.00 (General Contracting); All Temp Refrigeration - $38,410.00 (Plumbing); John P. Timmerman - $25,527.00 (Heating, Ventilation, A/C); and Hesseling Electric - $204,430.00 (Electrical + Alternates).   Brian Rockhold, Allen County Board of Education, thanks Dana Sterling and his crew for the efforts put forth on this project.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Sandy Monfort, W.O.R.T.H. Center, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #322-05, authorize submission of a Subsidy Grant Agreement to the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction.  This grant is in the amount of $2,762,827.00 for a period beginning July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006.  These monies are used to operate the W.O.R.T.H. Center.  The W.O.R.T.H. Center is seeking additional Title I and ABLE funding from the Ohio Department of Education.   Monfort stated the University of Cincinnati did a correctional Program assessment inventory evaluation of the W.O.R.T.H. Center a year ago last June.  The W.O.R.T.H. Center scored satisfactory, which is the highest score that can be received.  In 2005, the State Bureau of Community Sanctions conducted an audit, in which the W.O.R.T.H. Center scored a 98.7%, which is up from 84% from four years ago.

B. Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:

  1.  Request to employ a Summer Engineering Intern.  This request is to employ Laura   Buick as a summer engineering intern beginning June 13, 2005 and ending     September 23, 2005 at the rate of $10.80 per hour.  Ms. Busick will assist the department with the inspection work, easements, etc.

2. Request authorization to advertise to receive bids for the Findlay Road Phase II Sewer Improvement Project.   During the design phase of this project, it was decided to eliminate one of the package plants on Bluelick Road, which currently services 37 residents on Bluelick Road and Lee Ann Drive.  By converting this treatment plant to a pump station, this will eliminate one (1) NPDS permit.  Bid opening is scheduled for June 29, 2005.
C.    Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented the following:

1. Request to approve two (2) Easement Deeds and two (2) Temporary Right-of-Way Easements for the Eastown Road Project – Phase I.  These are necessary for additional right-of-way to construct the roadway.   The easements total $40,000, in which the property owner has received $29,925 for the right-of-entry.  The County Engineer’s Office requests that the remaining balance of $10,075 be disbursed.

2. Request to approve one (1) Contract for Sale and Purchase of Real Property for the Eastown Road Project – Phase 3.  The funding for these contracts have been appropriated and transferred to ODOT, who will disburse the monies.    The contract with Wine Sellers is for additional right-of-way and the contract with Shafer’s is a replacement housing payment.
