Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the June 6, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #390-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses fore various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #391-06.  Approve one (1) “Contract for Sale and Purchase of Real Property” for the Eastown Road Improvement Phase 3Project.
Brion Rhodes, P.E., P.S., has requested that the Board approve one (1) “Contract for Sale and Purchase of Real Property” to obtain additional right-of-way to construct the roadway for the Eastown Road Improvement – Phase 3 Project from Kenyon Properties, Parcel No: 19-WDV, TV in the amount of $56,800.00.  The funding for this parcel was approved in the ODOT Real Estate Agreement on July 29, 2004 by Resolution #528-04 and funds have been appropriated and transferred to the Ohio Department of Transportation, who will issue a warrant to the property owners.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

A. Sanitary Engineer, Steve Kayatin, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #392-06, authorization to enter into an agreement with the Allen East Local School Board to provide sanitary sewer service.  The Allen East Local School Board plans to complete construction of a new school facility in Jackson Township, Allen County.  The School Board is in need to receive public sanitary sewer service from the Board of County Commissioners, Allen County Sanitary Sewer District, Jackson-Auglaize Township Sewer Sub-District #1, in which the Commissioners are willing to provide.  Pursuant to Chapter 6117.41 of the Ohio Revised Code the Board of County Commissioners are authorized to enter into contracts with public agencies to prepare plans and estimates of cost, construct sanitary facilities, and provide maintenance and operation of sanitary sewer facilities for other public agencies.  Authorized by Resolution #110-05, the Board entered into an agreement with the Village of Lafayette to provide treatment of wastewater from the Jackson-Auglaize Township Sewer Sub-District #1.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
