MINUTES OF JUNE 9, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 9th day of June, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Dave Louth, County Engineer’s Office, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the June 7, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #323-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #324-05.  Authorize approval of one (1) Contract for Sale and Purchase of Real Property and a replacement housing purchase for the Eastown Road Improvements Phase 3 Project.

Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented this request at the June 7, 2005 Agenda Meeting.   

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #325-05.  Authorize approval for two (2) Easement Deeds and two (2) Temporary Right-of-Way Easements for the Eastown Road Improvement Phase I Project.

Said services are for an amount not to exceed $6,500.00.

Resolution #327-05.  Accept payment from County Risk Sharing authority for water damage.

This is for water damage to the first floor of the Courthouse as a result of a broken waterline in the amount of $6,982.50 less a $2,500.00 for an insured loss of $4,482.50.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #328-05.  Amend Resolution #292-05 and accept Putnam County’s resolution establishing the date and time of the first hearing for Dan Osting Joint County Ditch #920.

This is changing the date of the first hearing to July 20, 2005 at 11:00 a.m. at the Putnam County Courthouse Assembly Room.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #329-05.  Authorize to post notice and advertise for the Findlay Road Phase 2 Sewer Improvement Project.

Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the June 7, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #330-05.  Authorize the employment of a Summer Engineering Intern at the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Office.

Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the June 7, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This is the employment of Laura Busick at the rate of $10.80 per hour effective       June 13, 2005 through September 23, 2005.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #331-05.  Approve the employment of Leann Hesseling as a Temporary Full-Time Employee within the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency.

Ms. Hesseling’s employment began June 7, 2005 at the rate of $11.46 per hour.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Dave Louth, Design Engineer, presented the following:

1. Request to approve Change Order #1 – Final for the Reservoir Road & Mumaugh Road Intersection Improvement Project.  This change order is a decrease in the project in the amount of ($28,351.92).  The Engineer’s estimate for said project was $214,000.   Final payment on said project is $177,551.88.

2. Request to approve Change Order #1 – Final for the Sugar Street & Bible Road Intersection Improvement Project.  This change order is a decrease in the project in the amount of ($9,290.00).  The Engineer’s estimate for said project was $131,000.  Final payment on said project is $116,000.00.
B. Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:
1. Request to advertise for bids for an FY’04 Formula Project for the Crossroads Crisis Center and the City of Delphos Paving Project.  An allocation of $50,000 has been set aside from the FY’04 Formula Grant for an expansion project at Crossroads Crisis Center.  $45,000 has been appropriated for the City of Delphos Paving Project.

2. Request authorization to release various CHIP mortgages.  Three (3) obligations on FY’04 CHIP mortgages have been satisfied; therefore the mortgages can now be released.
