MINUTES OF JUNE 27, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 27th day of June, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Steve Kayatin led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved to table the June 22, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes, which will be approved at a later date. 
Action Items:
Resolution #426-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #427-06.  Intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Becky Saine, County Administrator has requested the following transfers:  $1,000.00 transferred from the General Fund #1001 to the Real estate Taxes Fund to cover a shortage; $280.96 transferred from the Savings Building Fund #1171 to the Real Estate Taxes Fund to cover a shortage and $10,000.00 transferred from the Capital Fund #4017 to the Civic Center Projects Fund for Civic Center roof repairs.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #428-06.  Accept bid and enter into contract with Bluffton Paving, Inc. for the County & Township Roads Resurfacing-06 Project.
Two (2) sealed bids were received by the Board and read aloud for the County & Township Roads Resurfacing-06 Project as follows:  Bluffton Paving, Inc. in the amount of $559,533.70 and The Shelly Co. in the amount of $614,349.05.  David Louth, Roadway Engineer, has reviewed the bids and is recommending that the Board accept bid and enter into contract with Bluffton Paving, Inc. in the amount of $559,533.70 for the County & Township Roads Resurfacing-06 Project.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #429-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the General Fund to the Civic Center Fund.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the Board authorize a transfer in the amount of $57,500.00 from the General Fund to the Civic Center Fund for 4th quarter 2006 utilities.  Commissioner Sneary commented on the fact that this transfer is for the 4th quarter, which is October, November and December, and we are only starting July.  Mr. Sneary also stated that “we’re trying to make some changes to make the place more palatable and if we don’t, I think eventually we’re going to see that the Civic Center is probably going to cease to exist one day if we can’t do something to actually fix the Civic Center.  It seems like we have tried some different things, they have only been essentially at best and so far the ones that have actually been implemented that we came up with as a board, basically have almost been band-aids, they haven’t really been a fix and we have to come up with a fix or this place is in trouble.”
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #430-06.  Authorize membership and payment of dues to the West Central Ohio Safety Council.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the Board authorize membership and payment of dues for the West Central Ohio Safety Council for CY’2006 in the amount of $45.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #431-06.  Authorize an agreement modification with the Allen County Engineer for a Real Estate Agreement regarding the Eastown Road Improvement Project Phase III.
The Board of Allen County Commissioners approved Resolution #528-04 dated July 29, 2004, authorizing Real estate Agreement No. 20585 with the Ohio Department of Transportation and Resolution #549-04, which entered the Board of County Commissioners into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Allen County Engineer regarding the Eastown Road Improvement Project – Phase III.  Correspondence has been received from Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, requesting that the Board approve the Real Estate Agreement modification with the Ohio Department of Transportation in the amount of an additional $162,500.00.  The current funding was not enough to purchase all of the right-of-way needed, therefore another SIB loan was requested and received in the amount of $675,000.00, from the Lima Allen County Regional Planning Commission.  Motor Vehicle and Gas Tax will be used to pay for the 20% of $162,500.00 up front cost to receive this federal funding.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #432-06.  Authorize Timothy Piper to execute LPA Federal Project Agreements for the Eastown Road Improvement Project-Phase II.
In order to apply for financial assistance for the use of Federal Highway Administration’s (FHWA) federal funding, it is necessary to attach to the application copy of the legislation by the governing body of the application, authorizing a designated official to submit an application and to execute the agreement.  Correspondence has been received from the Allen County Engineer’s Office requesting the Board authorize Timothy Piper, Allen County Engineer, to submit an application and execute LPA Federal Project Agreements for FHWA federal funding to the Ohio Department of Transportation for the Eastown Road Improvement Project – Phase II.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #433-06.  Authorize the employment of John Downard as a Deputy Dog Warden in the Allen County Dog Warden’s Office.
Julie Shellhammer, Allen County Dog Warden, is requesting the Board approve the employment of John Downard as a Full-Time Deputy Dog Warden in the Allen County Dog Warden’s Office effective June 27, 2006, the said employment will be subject to a 180 day probationary period.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #434-06.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the General Fund to the Dog Control Facility Fund.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the Board authorize a warrant to advance funds to pay bills in the amount of $50,000.00 from the General Fund to the Dog Control Facility.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A. Sanitary Engineering Department, Steve Kayatin, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #435-06, establish the Richland Township Sanitary Sewer Sub-District and authorize one (1) Sewage Treatment Agreement with the Village of Beaverdam for the Treatment of Sewage from the Richland Township Sewer Sub-District #1.  Speedway Super America, LLC, which is located within the Richland Township Sewer Sub-District #1, plans to begin construction of a sanitary sewer collection system located in Richland Township, Allen County, Ohio to be connected to the Village of Beaverdam, Ohio collection system for treatment of waste for their development which is to be funded by Speedway Super America, LLC.  Speedway Super America, LLC have requested the Board of Commissioners to provide treatment of sanitary waste originating from the Speedway Super America, LLC development area.  Since the Board of Allen County Commissioners does not have treatment facilities located within proximity of Speedway, they have requested the Village of Beaverdam to provide treatment of waste from Richland Township Sewer Sub-District #1 through a Treatment Agreement by and between the Board of Allen County Commissioners and the Village of Beaverdam.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Request to enter into an agreement with Tele-Vac Environmental for an Inflow/Infiltration Investigation for the Shawnee Oaks Wastewater Basin.


      3.      Approve the reclassification of Dyllan Burkheimer, Matt Agner, Brad Webb and Scott Stemen.
Mr. Burkheimer has proven to be a valuable employee and demonstrated that he possesses all of the skills necessary to perform the function of a Wastewater Maintenance II Worker.  Mr. Agner has successfully passed the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA) Advisory Board of Examiner’s Wastewater Treatment II Exam and proved himself to be capable of a Wastewater Treatment Plant Operator II Worker.  Mr. Webb has successfully completed and passed the Operator Training Committee of Ohio’s (OTCO) Collection I Course and the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA) Advisory Board of Examiner’s Collection I Exam. He is being reclassified as a Wastewater Collection Operator I Worker.  Mr. Stemen has worked for the department in excess of ten years and has completed and passed the Operator Training Committee of Ohio’s (OTCO) Collection I Course and recently passed the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA) Advisory Board of Examiner’s Collection I Exam. He is being promoted as a Wastewater Collection Operator I Worker.
B. Department of Job & Family Services, Lynn Shock, presented the following:
1. Request to enter into contract with the Joy of Learning Child Care Center.  This contract is for Day Care Services in an amount not to exceed $30,000 effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
2. Request to enter into contract with the Allen County Regional Transit Authority.  This contract is for 7 bus routes per day to the Department of Job & Family Services, 1501 S. Dixie Hwy. in an amount not to exceed $20,259.79 effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.

3. Request to enter into contract with Network Employability Training, Inc.  This contract is for WIA Youth Services in an amount not to exceed $100,000 effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.

4. Request to enter into contract with Goodwill Industries of Lima, Inc.  This contract is for transportation services in an amount not to exceed $42,000 effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.

5. Request to enter into contract with Northwood/Maplewood Learning Center.  This contract is for youth literacy programming in an amount not to exceed $98,995.77 effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
