MINUTES OF JUly 5, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 5th day of July, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Assistant Clerk of the Board Crystal Balo.
Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the June 30, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #397-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #398-05.  Authorize a warrant of transfer for the County Engineer from fund 002-000 to fund 706-001.
This is a transfer of $18,550.00 for the Bible Road and Sugar Street Intersection Project.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #399-05.  Authorize a warrant of transfer for the Sanitary Engineer from fund 035-002 to fund 035-001.
This is a transfer of $100,000.00 to fund equipment purchases through the Sanitary Engineering Replacement and Improvement Fund.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #400-05.  Accept Putnam County’s Resolution to Approve Change Order for the Lydia Rimer Group SCS Ditch #907 Project.
Putnam County’s Resolution approve the same was dated June 22, 2005.  This is for a decrease of $1,015.00 and an increase of $570.00 for the purposes as outlined in their resolution.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #401-05.  Award Depository Agreement to various banks.
These awards will be for a period  of time from July 7, 2005 to July 6, 2009.  The awards range from $2,000,000 to $20,000,000 with seven different area banks.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #402-05.  Approval to set date for the 2006 Tax budget Hearing. 
The Board has set July 13, 2005 at 9:00 a.m. in the Office of the Commissioners, Room 303 as the date time and place for the hearing.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #403-05.  Approve funding request for FY 2005 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program and authorize submission of the application to the Ohio Department of Development.
The County has been allocated the sum of $258,000.00 in CDBG funds for formula year 2004.  The Board must submit and application to the Ohio Department of Development on or before July 15, 2005.  Monies will be allocated to The City of Delphos Village of Spencerville, Village of Cairo, Bath Township, Fair Housing, and Administration.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #404-05.  Approve a settlement for Army’s versus Curtis.
Sam Kendall, Assistant Prosecuting Attorney, has advised of a forfeiture action for a 1993 Chevrolet Van of Rhodia Mary Turner.  This was issued in error fur to failure of service of Statutory Notice of Forfeiture.  A settlement through Network Adjusters of a maximum of $1,900.00 to the Estate of Rhodia Mary Turner is authorized.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.   Sanitary Engineer’s Office:
1. Request for authorization to accept the resignation of Matt Moyer.  Matt Moyer was employed as the Lab Chemist.  His resignation will be effective July 8, 2005 at 4:00 p.m.
2. Request to enter into contract with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. for professional engineering services for the Zurmehly Road Pump Station Replacement Project.  This is for the preliminary and final design services of the project.  The old system being replaced is about 33 years old and is costing a lot of money to maintain.  It will cost about $250,000.00 to replace it.  The design services are not to exceed $23,000.00.   

3. Request to authorize Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the construction of Early/Lutz Sewer Improvement Area Project.  There will be a federal grant for this project in the amount of approximately $570,000.00.  This project will effect approximately 100 property owners.  Bids will be opened on July 27, 2005; however the contract can not be awarded till about one month later because they are looking into an EPA Grant with lower financing.  
4. Request to authorize Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the construction of Fourth Street/Bowman Road Sewer Improvement Area Project.  This project will effect approximately 92 property owners.  Bids will be opened on July 27, 2005; however the contract can not be awarded till about one month later because they are looking into an EPA Grant with lower financing.  
5. Request to accept and award proposal from Degen Excavating for the Findlay Road Phase II Sewer Improvement Area.  There were only 2 bids received for this project.  The low bid was received from Degen Excavating in the amount of $579,763.76, which is approximately 6% over the Engineer’s estimate.  The project is slated fro completion in October of 2005.
6. Request to enter into contract with Professional Service Industries, Inc. for material testing and inspection services to complete the American II WWTP Improvements.  Preliminary Engineering is about 80% completed for this project.  Now Geotechnical Services are needed.  The contract with PSI will be in an amount of $4,250.00 to allow for Field Investigation, Laboratory Testing, and Engineering Services.  
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Commissioner W. Dan Reiff presented a Proclamation to Mark Pierce, Director of Crime Stoppers and to the Crime Stoppers Board, declaring July as Crime Stoppers Month in Allen County.  Crime Stoppers is celebrating their 7th anniversary.  Since their inception they have received over 3,600 tips, made over 1,300 arrests/indictments, closed over 1,450 cases, and paid out over $27,000 in rewards.
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Bassitt moved to adjourn. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
