MINUTES OF JUly 7, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 7th day of July, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
April Wynk, WLIO, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the July 5, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #405-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #406-05.  Supplemental appropriation to various funds.
This is an increase in the appropriation of $90,000 to DP-Contract Repairs – Fund 001-030; increase in the appropriation of $5,000 to Other Expenditure – Fund 072-072; and an increase in the appropriation of $176,000 to Contracts-Repairs – Fund 102-994.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #407-05.  Accept the resignation of Matt Moyer as a Lab Chemist at the American Bath Wastewater Treatment Plant.

The Sanitary Engineer’s Office presented this request at the July 5, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #408-05.  Enter into contract with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. for engineering services for the Zurmehly Road Pump Station Replacement Project.

The Sanitary Engineer’s Office presented this request at the July 5, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This contract is for an amount not to exceed $23,000.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #409-05.  Authorize Clerk of Board to post notice to bidders and advertise to receive bids for the construction of the Early/Lutz Sewer Improvement Project.

The Sanitary Engineer’s Office presented this request at the July 5, 2005 Agenda Meeting.   Bids shall be received until 10:00 a.m. on July 27, 2005.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #410-05.  Authorize Clerk of Board to post notice to bidders and advertise to receive bids for the construction of the 4th Street/Bowman Road Sewer Project.

The Sanitary Engineer’s Office presented this request at the July 5, 2005 Agenda Meeting.   Bids shall be received until 10:30 a.m. on July 27, 2005.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #411-05.  Accept proposal and enter into contract with Degen Excavating Co., Inc. for the Findlay Road Phase II Sewer Improvement Area.

The Sanitary Engineer’s Office presented this request at the July 5, 2005 Agenda Meeting.   Two bids were received with the low bid being Degen Excavating Co., Inc. in the amount of $579,763.76.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #412-05.  Accept proposal and enter into contract with Professional Service Industries, Inc. for the provision of Geotechnical Exploration Services for the American II WWTP Improvements.

 The Sanitary Engineer’s Office presented this request at the July 5, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  Three proposals were received with the low bid being Professional Service Industries, Inc. in an amount not to exceed $4,250.00. 
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #413-05.  Authorize the advertisement to receive bids for the FY’04 Formula Crossroads Crisis Center Facility Improvement.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the June 9, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  Bids shall be received until 10:30 a.m. on August 4, 2005.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.   Connie Lowry, Allen County Juvenile Court, presented the following:
1. Request for authorization to submit the annual Department of Youth Services subsidy grant.   This is a state funded, non-competitive allocation that the court is permitted to use for various programs as long as the youth served are not in detention.  The amount being requested is $178,267.00.  These monies service seven programs, of which six are direct service programs and one administrative program.  Such programs that are served are home supervision, day treatment center, intervention for unruly kids, restitution, etc.

2. Request for approval to submit an application to the Department of Youth Services for the Title V grant.  This grant is a federal grant administered by the state.  The amount being allocated is $35,023.00, of which 10% is to be set aside for evaluation services.  The grant also requires a 50% match of in-kind contributions.  The grant will be used for delinquency prevention and family strengthening with a budget of $14,552.35 each.  Delinquency prevention will be administered by the Girl Scouts with a program that is already being funded by the current Title V project – Teenage Pregnancy Task Force.  This will target girls of middle school age who are deemed to be at-risk.  Family strengthening will be a parent leadership program administered by Family and Children First Council.   This is a revival of a previous program aimed at parents’ increased knowledge of community, schools, agencies, professionals, and willingness to become involved in civic affairs.
