MINUTES OF July 18, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 18th day of July, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Bruce Wells led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the July 13, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the June 22, 2006 Special Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the July 6, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #482-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #483-06.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Children Services Fund to the Juvenile Court Title IV-E Fund.
Scott Ferris, Executive Director for the Children Services Board, is requesting that the Board of Allen County Commissioners authorize a warrant to advance funds to be used for the Juvenile Court Title IV-E Program in the amount of $20,000.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #484-06.  Approve one easement for County Road purposes and one Work Agreement between Allen County and the Board of Education of Spencerville Local School District.
Ronald J. Meyer II, P.E., Technology and Subdivision Engineer, is requesting that the Board approve one (1) Work Agreement and one (1) Easement for County Road purposes from the Board of Education of Spencerville Local School District, 600 School Street, Spencerville, Ohio 45887 in the amount of $2.00.  This Work Agreement and Easement are necessary so that the Allen County Engineer may construct a new left turn lane on Kolter Road in Spencer Township for the new Spencerville School.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A. Allen County Sanitary Engineer, Bradley T. Niemeyer, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #485-06, accept and award proposal from Beaverdam Contracting, Inc. for the Jackson-Auglaize Sewer Sub-District Improvement Area Project.  The Board of County Commissioners received and opened bids for the Jackson-Auglaize Sewer Sub-District #1 Improvement Area Project on July 5, 2006 with the following bids being received:  Beaverdam Contracting, Inc. - $524,380.83, R.D. Jones Excavating, Inc. - $545,000.00, Degen Excavating, Inc. - $557,565.00, Don Snyder Excavating Unlimited, Inc. - $564,899.00, Kirk Bros Co., Inc. - $568,000.00, Schumm Plumbing & Heating, Inc. - $568,297.50 and Williams Excavating, Inc. - $570,790.00.  The Board of Commissioners and the Sanitary Engineer, Steven M. Kayatin, have reviewed the bids and find all to meet the job specifications.  The low responsive bidder was Beaverdam Contracting, Inc. and upon reviewing and tabulating their bid, it was found to be in good order.  Bradley T. Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board authorize a contract with Beaverdam Contracting, Inc. for completion of project work for the Jackson-Auglaize Sewer Sub-District #1 Improvement Area Project in the amount of $524,380.83.  The Engineer’s Estimate or this project was $545,000.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously. 
B. Allen County Engineer, Chris Hardesty, presented the following:
1. Request to authorize the Clerk of the Board to advertise to receive bids for a 2007 Single Axle Conventional Cab Truck to be used by the “Bridge Crew” at the Allen County Engineer’s Office.  This new truck will be used to replace a 1982 Ford F-600 truck.  Chris would like to have the bid opening for the said project on August 7, 2006.
C. Community Development, Bruce Wells, presented the following:
1. Request to authorize the submittal of a CDBG – New Horizons Fair Housing Assistance Program Grant.  As previously discussed and presented by LACCA’s Housing Director, Larry Goodman, LACCA has presented a proposal to submit an application to the Ohio Department of Development, Office of Housing and Community Partnerships (OHCP) for a $15,000.00 grant under the New Horizons, Fair Housing Assistance Program.  The grant application is being completed and the required Public Hearing was held Monday, July 10, 2006.  The proposal identifies LACCA as a subcontractor for the grant activities with the responsibility for implementing the administrative activities, daily oversight, fiscal management and record keeping of administrative activities described in the proposal.

2. Request to authorize a request for an extension of the completion dates for the FY’04 housing related grants.  The work completion deadline for the following housing related grants is August 31, 2006.  CDBG – Repair, CDBG – Rehab & Homebuyer Assistance, Ohio Housing Trust – Repair & Habitat Builds.  Due primarily to delays created by illness and staffing changes with our Housing Consultant, the rehab & repair projects are running behind schedule.  Five of the eight schedule rehabs are completed or under way with two or more in the specifications and contract stage.  Eleven of the fourteen scheduled repair projects are completed or in the contract stage.  One of the two scheduled home buyers is complete with a second pending the specifications and closing.  A third home buyer is possible depending on the amount of funding left and repairs required on the selected house.  We’ve had qualified home buyers, but have had difficulty getting them into affordable homes that did not require extensive repairs.  All of the repair jobs and one Habitat build are complete under the Ohio Housing Trust Grants.  Finding an affordable lot, the balance of funding from a local source and qualified Habitat buyers have been issues.  Building in the County is a new process for Habitat, and it is going a bit slow.  We do have potential for a lot in Delphos, a sponsor and a buyer that could result in being built by the end of November.  More time is needed to get the work completed for all of the said projects with the possibility that the Habitat build may still not be a go.  A three month extension is being requested or these grants.
