MINUTES OF JUly 19, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 19th day of July, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County 
Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Crystal Balo.
Bruce Wells led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the July 14, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #427-05. Resolution to conduct two (2) regular agenda meetings at another location pursuant to Section 305.06 (B) of the Ohio Revised Code.
The August 4, 2005 meeting will be held in the Village of Spencerville at 7:00 p.m.  The October 11, 2005 meeting will be held in the City of Lima Council Chambers at 7:00 p.m.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #428-05.  Resolution for the transfer of property to the Allen County Regional Airport Authority.
The property is not needed for the purpose of the Board and the Board wishes to transfer the property to the Allen County Regional Airport Authority.  The Regional Airport Authority will then be able to seek grant funding for the real estate improvements.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #429-05.  Approve one (1) “Contract of Sale and Purchase” and one (1) “Temporary Right-of-Way Easement” for Eastown Road Improvement Phase 3 Project.
Brion Rhodes, Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented this request at the July 14, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  The amount of the “Temporary Right-of-Way” Easement is $384.00 to Rose M. Daniel.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #430-05.  Approve one (1) “Temporary Right-of-Way Easement” and a replacement housing payment for the Eastown Road Improvement Phase 3 Project. 
Brion Rhodes, Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented this request at the July 14, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  The amount of the “Temporary Right-of-Way” Easement is $300.00 to Bryan McClurg.  The replacement housing payment and incidentals is to Michael H. And Tracy L. Koenig in the amount $15,073.26.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #431-05. Declare a 2000 Dodge Pick-Up Truck operated by the Allen County Sheriff’s Office – DEA obsolete, authorize the trade-in of same and authorize the purchase of a 2002 Ford Windstar V8 Cargo Van.
Clyde Breitigan, Allen County Sheriff’s Office, presented this request at the July 14, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  The value of the 2000 Dodge Pick-Up Truck is $12,350.00 less repairs, tires, etc.  The value of the 2002 Ford Windstar V8 Cargo Van is $9,875.00.  This leaves a credit of approximately $1,500 to 1,800 towards a future purchase.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #432-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #433-05. Authorize warrants of transfer for the Allen County Board of MR/DD.
These transfers are in the amount of $0.92 to get the Innovative Ed Program Grant from the Ohio Department of Education out of the red, $579.45 to get he closed Special Education Part B, Ohio Department of Education Grant out of the red, and $1.02 to get the closed ACCESS Grant from the Ohio Department of Education out of the red.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.   Bruce Wells, Community Development, presented the following:
1. Request for the approval and adoption of  Resolution #434-05, authorize an advertisement to receive bids for the City of Delphos Street Project, FY’04 Formula Project.  The project was advertised and bids were received; however issues with the stated quantity of grinding work necessary and the improper handling of an addendum caused the bids to be rejected by the City upon the advice of their engineering consultant.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.  Douglass Degen, Allen County Engineer, presented the following:
1. Request for the approval of one (1) “Easement for County Road Purposes” for drainage improvements on Elm Street, American Township.  The Primrose Retirement Center is building on the corner of Seriff and Elm.  They have agreed to pay for the new drainage system providing we have the right-of-way needed on County Roads.  The Easement will be in the amount of $100.00 to Mary Ellen Biery.

2. Request for the collection of maintenance assessments on various ditch projects.  This is a summary of maintenance assessment s for 2005 to be collected in 2006.  There will be 101 assessments at various rates for various ditches.
