MINUTES OF July 20, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 20th day of July, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Mary Early led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the July 18, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #487-06.  Authorize the Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the purchase of a 2007 Single Axle Conventional Cab & Chassis Truck for the “Bridge Crew” at the Allen County Engineer’s Office.
The Board received a request from P.J. Johnson, Equipment Superintendent, seeking permission to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the purchase of a 2007 Single Axle Conventional Cab & Chassis Truck for the “Bridge Crew” at the Allen Count Engineer’s Office.    Bids will be received until 10:30 a.m., August 7, 2006. This topic was previously discussed at the July 18, 2006 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #488-06.  Authorize an Administrative Service Agreement with the Lima Council on Community Affairs (LACCA) for activities associated with the FY’06 CDBG, New Horizons Fair Housing Assistance Program Grant.
In conjunction with the submission of an FY’06 CDBG, New Horizons Fair Housing Assistance Program grant application to the Ohio Department of Development, an Administrative Service Agreement for services to be provided under the grant by the Lima Allen Council on Community Affairs (LACCA) has been requested by Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator.  The activities to be undertaken are consistent with the program goals and budgets presented in the grant application.  The agreement also applies to activities to be funded through the requested $15,000.00 New Horizons Fair Housing Assistance Program.  The term of the agreement will commence on November 1, 2006 and end on October 31, 2007.  This topic was previously discussed at the July 18, 2006 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #489-06.  Authorize the submission of an FY’06 CDBG, New Horizons Fair Housing Assistance Program Grant Application.
The Lima Allen Council on Community Affairs (LACCA) has requested that the Board consider the submission of a $15,000.00 grant application for an FY’06 CDBG, New Horizons Fair Housing Assistance Program grant application to the Ohio Department of Development.  This topic was discussed at the July 18, 2006 Agenda Meeting. 
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #490-06.  Authorize submission of a request to extend and accept amendments to the FY’2004 Community Housing Improvement Program (CHIP) and Ohio Housing Trust Grant Agreements.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, has requested that the Board authorize a request from the Ohio Department of Development, Housing & Community Partnerships, to grant a three month extension of the construction completion dates for the FY’2004 housing related grants from August 31, 2006 to November 31, 2006.  The extension will enable the completion of pending applications and move the completed projects numbers to at or near the scheduled outcome goals of the grants.  This topic was discussed at the July 18, 2006 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #491-06.  Authorize the Sanitary Engineering Department to lease a 2006 Vactor Model 2110 Sewer Cleaner and Vacuum Combination Unit through the State of Ohio Lease / Purchase Program. 
Bradley T. Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board of Allen County Commissioner s authorize the lease of a 2006 Vactor Model 2110 Sewer Cleaner and Vacuum Combination Unit from Jack DoHeny Supplies through the State of Ohio Lease / Purchase Program.  The Sanitary Engineer’s Department received a lease proposal from Jack DoHeny Supplies, Inc. in the amount of $265,383.00 with annual payments of $38,474.69 over five years with a guaranteed buy-out/purchase of $115,000.00 at the end of the fifth year.  This unit will be used in the Sewer Maintenance Division to clean and vacuum debris from the sewer collection system.  This equipment will be used on a daily basis and will improve collection system performance and capacity.  Additionally, there will be less debris entering the wastewater treatment plants, which will reduce O&M on equipment and structures.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #492-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the General fund to the Indigent Guardianship Fund.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the Board authorize a transfer from the General Fund to the Indigent Guardianship Fund in the amount of $14,000.00 due to insufficient state funding for mandated service.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #493-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the General Fund to the Eastown Road Project Construction Fund.

Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the Board authorize a transfer from the General Fund to the Eastown Road Project Construction Fund in the amount of $5,930.38 for the General Fund’s share of 2006 interest and fiscal charges for the Eastown Road Improvement Project.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #494-06.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer for various departments.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #495-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Assisting Our Kids Program fund #2403.
A request for a supplemental appropriation has been received from Becky Saine, County Administrator, for the Assisting Our Kids Program Fund #2403 with an original appropriation of $2,000.00 and a new appropriation of $10,400.00 for an increase of $8,400.00.  This supplemental is needed to appropriate additional money that was not previously appropriated.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #496-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Allen County Juvenile Court.
A request for a supplemental appropriation has been received from Dawn Daniel, Juvenile Court Business Office Manager, for the Title IV-E Fund #2869 for a new appropriation of $179,750.00.  This request is needed to establish a new fund.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #497-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the W.O.R.T.H. Center.
A request for this supplemental appropriation has been received from Sandra Monfort, Executive Director of the W.O.R.T.H. Center, for the WORTH Center FY’2007 Fund #8880 for a new appropriation of $2,762,827.00.  This request is based upon the state grant for FY’2007. 
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #498-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Allen County Adult Probation Department.
This request for a supplemental appropriation has been received from Sherry Buettner, Adult Probation Department Director, for the Adult Probation Department Funds #2803, #2804 and #2807.  The appropriations are as follows:

Fund #2803  -$162,710.50
Fund #2804 - $25,922.00 
Fund #2804 - $13,163.00 
This request is being made to provide original appropriations for the new fiscal year (2007) for the Prison Diversion, Jail Diversion and Pre-Trial Release Programs.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #499-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Allen County Sanitary Engineer.
A request for this supplemental appropriation has been received from Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Office, for the 4th Street Bowman Road Sewer Fund #4003 and the Sanitary Engineer Administration Facility Fund #5409.  Fund #4003 has an original appropriation of $31,918.00 and a new appropriation of $41,918.00 for an increase of $10,000.00 and is needed to complete the construction of the sewer project.  Fund #5409 has an original appropriation of $2,248,068.00 and a new appropriation of $2,348,068.00 for an increase of $100,000.00 and is needed for the completion of the new administration building.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #500-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Allen County Sheriff’s Office.

A request for this supplemental appropriation has been received from Judy Ellison, Allen County Sheriff’s Office, for the Buffer Zone Protection Fund #2846 for a new appropriation of $47,966.00.  This request is based upon the establishment of a new fund and this is the original appropriation.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #501-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A. Douglass Degen, Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:
1. Request to place a storm sewer outlet on Allen County’s Permanent Maintenance program.  A Single County Ditch Maintenance Petition has been signed by Todd Hoffman and Phil Gordon of Proctor & Gamble and Gene V. Dugan, private parcel owner and President of DMS Development Company.  This project will be referred to as Proctor & Gamble Petitioned Ditch #1242.  The landowners are the sole benefiting landowners from this maintenance petition  and have waived their right to a public hearing. Degen requested that the Board place this storm sewer outlet on the County’s Permanent Maintenance Program with a Permanent Assessment Base of $18,870.00 and is recommending first time assessments at 10% to be placed on Proctor & Gamble’s 2006 tax duplicate.  It is the desire of the petitioners that no future maintenance fees be assessed to Gene V. Dugan or DMS Development Company.
B. Steve Kayatin, Allen County Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:
1. Request to accept Amendment No. 1 for the Village at Sugar Creek Subdivision – Village of Beaverdam Treatment Agreement.  The original agreement did not cover late fees for non-payment of the treatment fee portion of the sewer bill.  This was an oversight by both parties.  The amendment will allow the County to collect a 10% penalty on behalf of the Village to be remitted by the County to the Village.
                    Kayatin also noted that his department has been authorized to receive $3,000 from the State 

Ohio Water Environment Association to attend the National WEFTEC Challenge.  His 
department 
won their division at the State competition.

C. Mary Early, Family & Children First Council,  presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #502-06, authorize submission of a Help Me Grow subsidy grant agreement to the Ohio Department of Health for the Family and Children First Council for State Fiscal Year 2007.  This grant is for an amount not to exceed $80,859.00 and will be used to provide services for expectant parents, newborns and their families, and infants and toddlers at risk for or with developmental delays and disabilities and their families.  Services shall include child find, home visits, public and provider awareness, centralized intake and referral, service coordination and procedural safeguards for families.  This is one of three streams of funding association with this program.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
