MINUTES OF July 25, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the July 20, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #503-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #504-06.  Accept Amendment No. 1, modifying the Wastewater Treatment Agreement by and between the Board of Allen County Commissioners and the Village of Beaverdam.

Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the July 20, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  This amendment is being made part of the agreement to impose penalties in favor of the Village of Beaverdam, upon users of the sanitary sewer system who fail to pay their sanitary sewer bill in a timely manner.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #505-06.  Accept the resignation of Glenn Bloomfield as a Part-Time Deputy Dog Warden in the Allen County Dog Warden’s Office.

The resignation of Mr. Bloomfield is a result of him accepting a position within the Allen County Sheriff’s Office. 
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #506-06.  Authorize Proctor & Gamble Petitioned Ditch #1242 to be placed on permanent maintenance.

Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, presented this request at the July 20, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  This is at the request of Todd Hoffman and Phil Gordon of Proctor & Gamble and Gene V. Dugan, private parcel owner and President of DMS Development Company to place said project on permanent maintenance.   The permanent base shall be $18,870.00 with a first time assessment of 10% to be placed on Proctor & Gamble’s 2006 tax duplicate, to be collected in 2007.  Future maintenance assessments shall be assess to Proctor & Gamble Mfg. Co.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A. Dana Sterling, Building & Grounds Superintendent, presented the following:
1. Request approval of Resolution #507-06, authorize Change Order #1 with All Temp Refrigeration, Inc. for the Additions and Renovations Project at Allen County Children Services.   Sterling stated that contractor has recommended to use Carrier rooftop units with Carrier “3V” VVT controls in lieu of variable speed air.  This will result in a deduction of $20,572.00 of the HVAC contract with All Temp Refrigeration.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
