MINUTES OF JUly 26, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 26th day of July, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Judge David Kinworthy led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the July 21, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved by Commissioner Bassitt and Commissioner Reiff.  Commissioner Sneary abstained from the vote.
Action Items:
Resolution #444-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #445-05.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.

This is a request from MR/DD for the transfer of $33.39 to Workmen’s Compensation for the reason that STRS was lower than expected and Workmen’s Compensation was higher than expected.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #446-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Real Estate Assessment Fund 014.

This is a new appropriation in the amount of $2,000.00 to Other Contracts.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #447-05.  Approve one (1) “Easement for County Road Purposes” and one (1) “Work Agreement” for the construction of a new culvert on Greely Chapel Road, Perry Township.

Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, presented this request at the July 21, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  Cost of said easement is in the amount of $321.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  David Louth, Design  Engineer, presented the following:
1. Request to enter into an agreement with HDR Engineering, Inc. for engineering services.   The County entered into contract with HDR Engineering, Inc. to assist with the preparation of the Access Management Plan.  This contract is for engineering services related to Traffic Impact Studies and traffic engineering under the Access Management Plan.  Cost for said services is not to exceed $15,000 and shall be funded with Motor Vehicle and Gasoline Revenue.
B.  Judge David Kinworthy, Allen County Juvenile Court, presented the following:
1. Request to enter into contract with Justice Benefits, Inc. for professional assistance to explore eligibility for Federal Financial Participation.   This firm will be contracted to seek funding that is available to Allen County, apply for the funding and to secure those funds should the county be granted the funding.  These funds will not impact any other funding received by Juvenile Court.  Justice Benefits, Inc. will receive 22% commission from the funds received by Allen County.  
C.  Sam Kendall, Assistant Prosecuting Attorney, presented the following:

      1. Request to employ Downes, Hurst & Fishel to represent Allen County Sheriff Daniel Beck for a case filed against Beck by Local 150, IUPA and a deputy from the Allen County Sheriff’s Office.   Kendall is requesting the employment of Downes, Hurst & Fishel due to their expertise in labor contract matters.
D.  Esther Baldridge, Superintendent of MR/DD, presented the following:

      1. Request to reject bids received for the Pavement Repair & Replacement at MR/DD and request to re-advertise for same.  Baldridge stated that the bids received were over the 10% allowance for said project.  The estimate for the project was $175,000 and the lowest bid received was $197,560.00.    The projected bid opening date is scheduled for August 18, 2005.
