MINUTES OF July 27, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 27th day of July, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Sharon Schroeder led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the July 25, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #508-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #509-06.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer for various departments.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the Board authorize a transfer from the General Fund to the Sheriff-Consulting Fund in the amount of $10,000.00 and a transfer from the General Fund to the Sheriff-Travel Fund in the amount of $3,000.00, both due to additional appropriations being needed.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #510-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Coroner Fund.
This request for a supplemental appropriation has been received from Lisa Schroeder, Allen County Coroner’s Office, for the Coroner Fund #1001 with an original appropriation of $58,750.00 and a new appropriation of $59,750.00 with an increase of $1,000.00.  The reason for this supplemental is due to a check being sent to the wrong addresses and returned back to the coroner.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #511-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Prosecutor’s Fund.
A request for a supplemental appropriation was received from Juergen Waldick, Allen County Prosecuting Attorney, for the Prosecutor’s Fund #2824 with an original appropriation of $5,000.00 and a new appropriation of $20,000.00 for an increase of $15,000.00.  This request is needed to appropriate unused cash in the fund.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #512-06.  Amend Resolution #401-05, Award Depository Agreements for a four (4) year period per Sections 135.31 to 135.40, Ohio Revised Code, to include Key Bank.

The Board adopted Resolution #401-05 dated July 5, 2005, awarding depository agreements for a four (4) year period per sections 135.31 to 135.40 of the Ohio Revised Code.  Rhonda Eddy, Allen County Treasurer, has requested that the Board amend Resolution #401-05 to include Key Bank in the amount of $10,000,000.00 effective July 7, 2006 through July 6, 2011.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #513-06.  Reject bids for the Lease of Office Space and Parking for the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services and authorize the Clerk of the Board to post notice and re-advertise to receive bids for the same.

Pursuant to prior order, sealed bids were sought and only one bid was received and opened for the Lease of Office Space and Parking for the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, that being Liberty Business Center in the amount of $445,000.00.  The bid that was submitted was not accompanied by an official bid bond, which is a requirement pursuant to Section 307.88 of the Ohio Revised Code.  Lynn Shock, Director of the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services is seeking permission to re-advertise to receive bids for this project.  Bids will be received on the mentioned project until 10:30 a.m. on August 11, 2006 in the Office of the Allen County Commissioners.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A. Bradley T. Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:
1. Request approval of Resolution #514-06, authorize the Clerk of the Board to post notice to bidders and advertise to receive bids for the Construction of the Perry High School Sewer Improvement Project.  The Board of Allen County Commissioners received written communication from Stephen M. Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, seeking permission to advertise to receive bids for the construction of the Perry High School Sewer Improvement Project.  Bids will be received on the said project until 10:00 a.m. August 9, 2006 in the Office of the Allen County Commissioners.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2. Request to enter into contract with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, inc. for Engineering Services for the Indianbrook Pump Station Replacement Project.  This work will be completed at a cost not to exceed $22,800.00.  Tasks included in the design services are as follows:  Final Design Services (necessary field surveys, complete final design, assist with OEPA PTI Application, and assist owner in obtaining soils investigation) - $17,000.00, Provide 15 sets of Bidding Documents - $800.00, Engineering Consulting Services during Construction (40 hours to be available to answer questions, review shop drawings and review pay requests) - $5,000.00.  The replacement of the Indianbrook Pump Station is necessary for two main reasons.  The pump station was installed in 1992 and the mechanics & electronics of the station are showing significant sign of wear, thus requiring frequent maintenance.  The design and age of the pumps also limits the amount of sewage that can be pumped to the wastewater treatment plant.  It is the intent of this project to leave the wet well structure intact, and replace the electronics and mechanical structures.  This will provide additional pumping capacity, improve overall service to the area and reduce maintenance issues.  Additionally, it is the intent to provide standby emergency power with this project to provide uninterrupted service customers; thus minimizing sanitary sewer backups and environmental issues.  The engineer’s estimate for this project is $180,000.00.

3. Request to accept and award proposal from Miller Pipeline Corporation for completion of project work for the Ft. Amanda & Riverview Sub-Basin Sanitary Sewer Relining Project.  Four (4) companies submitted bids for the mentioned project.  The lowest bidder was Miller Pipeline with a bid of $432,987.75.  The next lowest bidder was Insituform Technologies, inc. with a bid of $436,321.00.  The estimate for this project was $560,000.00.  The Seriff Sub-Basin Relining Project was completed with a type of “fold and form” PVC pipe technology that is performed by heating a segment of folded PVC pipe until it is pliable and then pulling it through the host sewer pipe.  Pressurized steam is then pumped into the PVC pipe causing it to expand and take on the shape of the host pipe.  Once the PVC pipe cools, a continuous length of PVC pipe is in place.  To date, there are no problems where this type of pipe remediation technology was installed.  A contract with Miller Pipeline Corp. is being requested in the amount of $432,987.75 to complete the relining project in the Ft. Amanda and Riverview Sub-Basin.
B. Brion Rhodes, Allen County Bridge Engineer, presented the following:
1.  Request to enter into a Local Public Agency (LPA) Federal Project Agreement.  This LPA Project is programmed through the Ohio Department of Transportation and includes a preliminary engineering study of the Shawnee and Ft. Amanda Road Corridors along with the replacement of the Shawnee Road Bridge.  The preliminary engineering study is funded using eighty percent (80%) federal funds from the Local Bridge Program.  The estimate for the bridge replacement is $1,300,000.00 with an additional 10% expected for inspection costs.  The county’s responsibility will be $469,900.00 since the 80% federal funding is capped at $960,000.00.
C. Russ Decker, Office of Homeland Security, presented the following:
1.  Request to adopt Resolution #515-06, authorize submission of a grant application to the U.S. Department of Homeland Security SHSP Grant Program for FY’06 for the Office of Homeland Security.  This grant is for an amount not to exceed $94,968.00 and is 100% federally funded with no local match money required.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

2.  Request to adopt Resolution #516-06, authorize submission of a grant application to the U.S. Department of Homeland Security SHSP Grant Program for FY’06 on behalf of the Ohio Homeland Security Region #1.  This grant is for an amount not to exceed $25,000.00 on behalf of the Ohio Homeland Security Region #1, which consists of 18 Northwest Ohio Counties.  Allen County will act as fiscal gent for this grant.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations  
Sharon Shroeder was presented with a Resolution of Appreciation.  Sharon is being congratulated on her retirement from the Allen County Clerk of Courts Office in which she has been serving Allen County residents since January 3, 1991.
