MINUTES OF JUly 28, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 28th day of July, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Deputy Greg Bailey led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the July 26, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #448-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #449-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Road Resurfacing Projects 2004 and 2005 Funds.

This is a new appropriation of $2,575.29 for the 2004 Road Resurfacing Project and a new appropriation of $364,144.95 for the 2005 Road Resurfacing Project.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #450-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the MR/DD Fund 018.

This is a total increase in the appropriation of $70,000.00 for a total new appropriation of $200,000.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #451-05.  Authorize a contract with Justice Benefits, Incorporated for professional services. (Previously removed from agenda on July 12, 2005 – Resolution #420-05)
Judge David Kinworthy, Allen County Juvenile Court, presented this request at the July 26, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #452-05.  Authorize to reject all bids for the Pavement Repair and Replacement Project at the Allen County Board of MR/DD and authorize the Clerk of Board to post notice and re-advertise to receive bids for same.

The bids received for the project were in excess of 10% above the estimated cost for said project.  The project will be re-bid with a bid opening date of August 18, 2005.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #453-05.  Authorize an agreement with HDR Engineering, Inc. for engineering services related to Traffic Impact Studies and Access Management.
David Louth, Design Engineer, presented this request at the July 26, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #454-05.  Resolution for employment of Legal Counsel.

Sam Kendall, Assistant Prosecuting Attorney, presented this request at the July 26, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  Downes, Hurst, & Fishel will be hired to handle legal matters on behalf of the Allen County Sheriff as a result of  litigation filed against him.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #455-05.  Authorize the appointment of Mike Stout to the 9-1-1 Governing Board.

The Board received correspondence from Russ Decker requesting that Mike Stout be appointed to the 9-1-1 Governing Board to replace a previous representative who was unable to fulfill his obligations to the Board due to employment conflicts.  Said term shall expire June 30, 2006.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Deputy Greg Bailey, Allen County Sheriff’s Office, presented the following:
1. Request to submit an application to the Attorney General’s Office for the 2005-2006 Drug Abuse Resistance Education Grant.  The amount being requested is $13,456.80, which is figured based on the estimated hours spent on the program times his hourly pay rate and divided by 2.   The D.A.R.E. Program has been in Allen County for seventeen years.  Deputy Bailey works closely with Van Wert, Putnam and Defiance County as well as the Lima Police Department.  The D.A.R.E. Program will continue to do photo id’s at the Allen County Fair.  The D.A.R.E. Program is funded through donations, fundraisers, etc.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
