MINUTES OF AUGUST 3, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 3rd day of August, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Tom Mazur led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the August 1, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #528-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #529-06.  Adopt Hancock County’s resolution approving assessments for the Blanchard River Stream Enhancement Project and authorizing collection of the same.
The Board of County Commissioners for Allen, Hancock, Hardin, Putnam, Seneca and Wyandot Counties has joined to form the Joint Board of Commissioners for the Blanchard River Stream Enhancement Project (BRSEP).  The Board of Hancock County Commissioners has been designated to act on behalf of the Joint Board of Commissioners for BRSEP.  Hancock County Soil & Water has informed the Joint Board of Commissioners that in order to continue an effective maintenance program, there will be a need to collect a $2.00 per parcel maintenance assessment for the entire watershed in the said Counties.  On July 13, 2006 the Hancock County Board of Commissioners passed Resolution #327-06, approving assessments for the BRSEP, in which each individual will be assessed the maintenance fee for the effected parcels within the jurisdiction, to be collected over a one (1) year period and be placed on the tax duplicate for tax year 2006, for collection in CY’07.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #530-06.  Authorize the commitment of Program Income Funds for repairs to a property located on Stanton Avenue in Bath Township.
The property owner on Stanton Avenue, Lima, Bath Township experienced a problem with sanitary sewer backup.  At the request of Bruce Wells, Community Development Director, Schenk Plumbing & Heating repaired the waterline at a total cost of $250.00.  
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #531-06.  Authorize the commitment of Program Income Funds for repairs to a property located on Chapman Road in Bath Township.
The property owner on West Chapman Road, Lima, bath Township experienced a broken waterline and as a result, lost public water service.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Director, requested Schenk Plumbing & Heating to repair the water line at a total cost of $755.00, including replacement of a valve on the water heater.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #532-06.  Authorize the commitment of funds for Homebuyer Assistance for a property located on Harmon Street in Delphos.
An Allen County resident has applied for assistance through the Community Housing Improvement Program, Homebuyer Assistance and has met all of the criteria including the Homebuyer Education Training.  Superior Federal Credit Union has pre-approved a purchase of up to $77,500.00 for the applicant.  Bruce Wells, Community development Director has reviewed the documents relating to the Homebuyer Assistance Program and recommends that the Board commit funds in the amount of $7,200.00 for down payment and closing costs to facilitate the purchase and up to $17,800.00 for repairs and related expenses to the property located on Harmon Street, Delphos, Allen County Ohio.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #533-06.  Enter into a Voluntary term Life Insurance Agreement with Reliance Standard Life Insurance Company.
Nicole Ward, Administrative Assistant, has requested that the Board enter into a Voluntary Term Life Insurance Agreement with Reliance Standard Life Insurance Company to provide Life Insurance Benefits to all active, full-time Allen County employees and their dependents.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #534-06.  Authorize “Then & Now” purchase orders for various departments.
Section 5705.41 (D)(2) of the Ohio Revised Code allows the Board of Commissioners to adopt a resolution exempting county purchases of one thousand dollars or less from the requirement of division (D)(1) of Section 5705.41, that a certificate be attached to any contract or order involving the expenditure of money.  After conferring with the Allen Count Auditor, it is the recommendation that the “Then & Now” limitation be $1,000 and apply to all purchases that did not originally have a purchase order.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #535-06.  Set date for view and hearing for the establishment of Coon Road in Amanda Township.
The Allen County Engineer’s Office has received a resolution by the Amanda Township Trustees requesting to establish a road right-of-way of Coon Road (TR78) from Ft. Amanda Road (TR11) to State Route 117 Amanda Township, Allen County, Ohio.  The Allen County Engineer’s Office has researched this request and has found that no records exist for this section of Coon Road.  The view will be August 29, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. at the said section of Coon Road and the hearing will be September 25, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. in the Allen County Courthouse, third Floor, Room 303.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #536-06.  Accept Change Order #1 with Tuttle Construction, Inc. for Additions and renovations for Allen County Children Services Renovation Project at 123 West Spring Street.
Pursuant to Resolution #358-06 dated May 30, 2006, the Board of Allen County Commissioners approved a contract with Tuttle Construction, Inc. for the General Trades portion of the Allen County Children Services Additions and Renovations Project at 123 West Spring Street, Lima in the amount of $1,982,000.00.  Tuttle Construction, Inc. has submitted change order #1 for a decrease to the contract, with a total of $15,618.00 left in their Contingency Allowance.  Scott Ferris, Executive Director, has reviewed the change order as submitted and approves the same.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #537-06.  Accept and award proposal from Miller Pipeline Corporation for completion of project work for the Ft. Amanda & Riverview Sub-Basin Sanitary Sewer Relining Project.

The Board of County Commissioners received and opened bids for the Ft. Amanda and Riverview Sub-Basin Sanitary Sewer Relining Project on July 12, 2006, with the following bids being received:  

Miller Pipeline Corporation - $432,987.75

Insituform Technologies, Inc. - $436,321.00

Kokosing Construction Company, Inc. – 497,815.75

American Water Services Underground Infrastructure, Inc. - $548,745.25

The Board and Sanitary Engineer, Steve Kayatin have reviewed the above bids and find all to meet the job specifications.  The low responsive bidder was Miller Pipeline Corporation and upon reviewing and tabulating their bid, it was found to be in good order.  The total contract amount is $432,987.75.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #538-06.  Enter into contract with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. for Engineering Services for the Indianbrook Pump Station Replacement Project.

The existing Indianbrook pump station was installed in 1992, and the mechanics & electronics of the station are showing significant signs of wear requiring frequent maintenance.  The age and type of lift station pumps limit the amount of sewage that can be pumped to the wastewater treatment plant.  The project will include standby emergency power to provide uninterrupted service to customers, minimizing sanitary sewer back ups and environmental issues.  Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board authorize a contract with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. at a cost not to exceed $22,800.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #539-06.  Accept Payment from County Risk Sharing Authority for damage to a vehicle operated by the Allen County Board of MR/DD.
The Board received a payment from CORSA for damage to a 2005 Ford Taurus operated by the Allen County Board of MR/DD, Claim Number: P238-06-00048-01 in the amount of $5,025.89 less a $2,500.00 deductible, for an insured loss of $2,525.89.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #540-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Northwest Family Services dba Family Resource Center.

Lynn Shock, Director, has requested that the Board authorize the Allen Count Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Northwest Family Services dba Family Resource Center for Community Case Management, Linkages Wrap Services and Start Up Costs for an amount not to exceed $51,000.00 effective August 4, 2006 through June 30, 2007.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Mark Stockman, Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #541-06, declare an emergency for the replacement of traffic signals at Zurmehly and Shawnee Roads.  The Board of Allen County Commissioners passed an Emergency Resolution on June 22, 2006 declaring that the citizens of Allen County were at risk, with thousands of homes having no electricity or phone service and in danger of serious injury, death and loss of property as the result of tornadoes and wind storms that struck Allen County.  The June 22 storm destroyed the traffic signals and poles at the intersection of Zurmehly and Shawnee Roads.  The traffic has been maintained by the use of a 4 way stop sign.  With the onset of school traffic and the safety of the school children, there is a significant need to reinstall the signals before school year 2006-2007 begins.  The estimate to replace the traffic signals is $28,632.77, per Sections 307.86 (A) (2) of the Ohio Revised Code; competitive bidding will be waived due to the fact that an actual physical disaster has occurred to the said structures.
2. Request to approve one (1) “Easement for County Road Purposes” and one (1) “Work Agreement”.  These documents are necessary so that the Allen County Engineer may construct a new left turn lane on Kolter Road in Spencer Township for the new Spencerville School.  A total of $17.00 will be issued to Harold E. and Natalie J. Wilkin, 1166 South Walnut Street, Van Wert, Ohio 45891 for the easement and work agreement.
