MINUTES OF August 11, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 11th day of August, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the August 4, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #470-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #471-05.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.

This is the transfer of $18,000.00 from Contingencies to Building and Grounds- Juvenile Court – Contract Services.  This transfer was needed due to unanticipated expenses related to fire on Spencerville Road.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #472-05.  Authorize warrants of advance for repayment of monies advanced from the general fund.

These transfers are partial repayments of monies advanced from the general fund.  The amounts of the partial repayment are as follows:  $3,875.88 – Res. #613-96 and $1,849.01 – Res. #140-99.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #473-05.  Approval of the Community-Based Correction Facility Program 407 and 408 Subsidy Grant Agreements between the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction and Allen County for FY’06.
These agreements are in the amounts of $325,352.00 and $64,959.00 respectively for a period beginning July 1, 2005 and ending June 30, 2006. 
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #474-05.  Authorize to allocate, encumber funds and issue payment to the Village of Bluffton from the Motor Vehicle Permissive Tax Fund.

This is a request of $25,179.00 from the Village of Bluffton of their 2005 road program expenses from the Motor Vehicle Permissive Tax fund.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #475-05.  Authorize a subordination agreement with the Citizens National Bank of Bluffton for an economic development mortgage on property located on Shawnee Road, Lima, Ohio.

This is a request to approve a subordination agreement with Citizens National Bank of Bluffton for property on Shawnee Road.  Citizens National Bank intends to loan the sum of $1,239,619.33.

This subordination agreement is being approved with the intent of receiving clarification on certain items pertaining to the agreement.  
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #476-05.  Authorize the employment of Andre McConnahea as a Deputy Dog Warden at the Allen County Dog Warden’s Office.

Mr. McConnahea is being employed as a Full-Time Deputy Dog Warden effective August 15, 2005 at the rate of $10.50 per hour.  Julie Shellhammer, Allen County Dog Warden, stated that Mr. McConnahea has a year experience with the Spencerville Police Department and should be an asset to the department.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #477-05.  Authorize the purchase of a 2005 Ford Crown Victoria from Statewide Ford-Lincoln-Mercury, Inc. through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program.

On May 6, 2005, a 2004 Ford Crown Victoria was involved in an accident in which the vehicle was deemed totaled at a settlement amount of $13,400.00.  Lt. Jerry Morris of the Allen County Sheriff’s Office is requesting that the Board authorize the purchase of a 2005 Ford Crown Victoria to replace the totaled vehicle.  The purchase price of the 2005 Ford Crown Victoria is $21,861.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #478-05.   Accept the resignation of Chuck Ganson from the Allen County Dog Warden’s Office.

The resignation shall be effective August 31, 2005 at 4:30 p.m.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.
Sam Kendall, Assistant Prosecutor’s Office, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #479-05  appropriation of a permanent easement on a certain portion of property owned by Michael E. and Linda J. Coleman for the Fourth Street/Bowman Road Sewer Improvement Area, Perry Township.

2. Request to adopt Resolution #480-05  appropriation of a permanent easement on a certain portion of property owned by Thomas P. Spry for the Fourth Street/Bowman Road Sewer Improvement Area, Perry Township.

3. Request to adopt Resolution #481-05  appropriation of a permanent easement on a certain portion of property owned by David C. and Carole C. Kessen for the Fourth Street/Bowman Road Sewer Improvement Area, Perry Township.

4. Request to adopt Resolution #482-05  appropriation of a permanent easement on a certain portion of property owned by Raymond B. Dorley and Joan Dorley for the Fourth Street/Bowman Road Sewer Improvement Area, Perry Township.

Kendall stated that this particular project is being funded with 50% of CDBG monies and 50% of Water Pollution Control funds.  The county was unable to negotiate with the property owners on an amount for the permanent easements, therefore necessitating the appropriation process.  These resolutions need to be certified to the state in order to secure the funds for said project.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.    Steve Kayatin, Allen County Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #483-05, accept proposal and enter into contract with Beaverdam Contracting, Inc. for the Fourth Street/Bowman Road Sewer Improvement Area Project.   Two bids (2) were received with the low bid being Beaverdam Contracting in the amount of $771,729.80.  The engineer’s estimate for the project was $833,182.25.  The department is trying to secure a 0% to 1% loan with WPCLF which will be of financial assistance to the property owners. 

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2.  Request to apply for an EPA Water Pollution Control Fund loan for a sanitary sewer project.    This project will service the new Allen East School and residents along SR 309.  Part of the preliminary activity of the project is to determine available financing to assist with determining an estimated assessment cost for the project.   There is a possibility of obtaining funds through the EPA Water Pollution Control Fund at a rate of 0% to 1%. Said loan application will be in the amount of $679,900.00.

C.   Mary Early, Family and Children First Council Coordinator, presented the following:

1. Request to enter into a Shared Funding Agreement.  This is an annual agreement in   which the MR/DD, Children Services Board and the Mental Health & Recovery Services Board provide funding to the Family and Children First Council.  These monies are used to support children to keep them out of placement.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
D.   Lynn  Shock, Department of Job & Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #484-05, enter into contract with Commercial Image.    Commercial Image will provide advertising services for Workforce Month activities in an amount not to exceed $18,368.80.  Said contract shall be effective August 12, 2005 through September 30, 2005.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2.    Request to enter into contract with the Veterans’ Memorial Civic and Convention Center of Lima/Allen County.   This is for rental of space and various equipment for 2 job fairs and a business training for Workforce Month in an amount not to exceed $9,975.28.   The training will consist of FMLA issues.

E.    Dana Sterling, Building and Grounds Superintendent, presented the following:

1. Request to approve Change Order #1 with E. Lee Construction for the Saving Building Roofing Project.  Repairs were needed on the parapet walls and the concrete decking.  Some of the additional cost is a result of weather related situations.  The change order results in an additional cost of $13,743.00.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Tim Piper, Chief Deputy Engineer, updated the Board on the progression of the Eastown Road – Phase I Project.  The project is currently over 1/3 complete.  The area north of Market Street, north to the just south of the Lima Memorial Health Center will be open to local traffic on Friday, August 12, 2005.  The excavation for the pavement north of the Lima Memorial Health Center drive will begin.  The segment of Eastown Road, from the center of Allentown Road north about 800 feet will be open to through traffic on Friday, August 12th.  Traffic from the north from Elida Road will be able to get through to Allentown Road beginning Friday, August 12th.  Allentown traffic will now be diverted to the north half of Allentown Road and the pavement on the south half will be closed to traffic while pavement is being replaced and drainage installed, which will take approximately 7 weeks.  Piper also provided information as to the rerouting of traffic/traveling for said project.  To date, a ½ miles of the total 1.2 mile project is now paved with only the finish course and seeding remaining.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
