Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the August 11, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #485-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #486-05.  Approval of “Then and Now” purchase orders.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #487-05.  Supplemental appropriation for MR/DD to various funds.

These are new appropriations ranging from $81.60 to $90,080.00 to various accounts.

Resolution #488-05.  Authorize a contract between the Veterans’ Memorial Civic and Convention Center and the Department of Job and Family Services for rental space and equipment for two (2) job fairs.

Resolution #490-05.  Approve the continuance of an Intersystem Shared Funding Agreement with Family and Children First Council, MR/DD, Children Services, and the Mental Health and Recovery Services.

Resolution #491-05.  Accept the filing of a petition and plat for annexation of a parcel of land in Bath Township to the City of Lima.

This is a Type 2 – non-withdrawal petition for annexation of approximately 5.556 acres.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #492-05.  Authorize submission of an EPA Water Pollution Control Fund Loan Application for the Allen East School Sewer Improvement Project. 
Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the August 11, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #493-05.   Authorize the signing and acceptance of the closing documents for the Allen County Revolving Loan to Precision Thermoplastic Components, Inc.

These documents relate to a Revolving Loan in the amount of $425,000 at a rate of 5% for seven years under the Ohio Small Cities Community Development Block Grant Economic Development Program.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:
1. Request to advertise to receive bids for the Spencerville Street Improvement Project – FY’04 Formula Grant.  The Village of Spencerville was awarded $39,500 from the FY’04 Formula Grant for street improvements.  The project is anticipated to be advertised on August 23rd and August 30th with a bid opening of September 7th.

2. Request to enter into contract for the Delphos Street Improvement Project.  The City of Delphos has received $33,500 in assistance from the FY’04 Formula Grant.  Bids were opened for the project and only one (1) bid was received from Suever Stone in the amount of $41,332.00.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Pat Smith from the Allen County Museum announced the closing of the Children’s Museum.  Last week, there was approximately 4’ of water in the basement of the building thus damaging the furnace, air conditioner, water heater, etc.  Displays that are currently in the Children’s Museum will be located to the building on the corner of High and Metcalf Streets, otherwise known as the Military Transportation Building.  Smith presented a drawing as to the first phase of the Museum Project.  Phase I will consist of 15,000 square feet of renovated and new space.  A large portion of the main area will house the Children’s Discovery Center.   The lower level will be divided between the John H. Keller Railroad Archive Center and the Collection Preservation area.   Currently, the Museum has raised $3,673,000 of their goal of $4,366,000, which is slightly over 80%.   If everything goes as planned, the project may begin as early as the first of 2006.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
