MINUTES OF AUGUST 17, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 17th day of August, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Douglass Degen led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the August 15, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #573-06.  Authorize an agreement with the Village of Beaverdam to provide water service to the Richland Township #1 Water Sub-District Improvement Area.
Allen County has made application to the Village of Beaverdam to provide water to the Richland Township #1 Water Sub-District Improvement Area.  The Village of Beaverdam desires to sell and Allen County desires to purchase said potable water for the Richland Township #1 Water Sub-District Improvement Area.  The County and the Village, pursuant to Chapters 6103.21 and 743.18, of the Ohio Revised Code, are fully empowered to enter into this agreement for which complete, adequate and sufficient consideration exists and is being exchanged.  The Village shall, on behalf of the County, maintain repair and operate all lines and systems components so to provide water services to users of the Service Area.  The Village will also be obligated to pay the costs of all such repairs, maintenance and operations of all said lines and systems components so constructed.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #574-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with the Learning to Learn with Care School.
Lynn Shock, Director, has requested that the Board authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with the Learning to Learn with Care School for day care services in an amount not to exceed $12,500.00 effective August 21, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #575-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Real Estate Assessment Fund #2014.
A request for this supplemental was received from Ben Diepenbrock, Allen County Auditor for the Real Estate Assessment Fund #2014 with an original appropriation amount of $82,720.00 and a new appropriation amount of $200,220.00 for an increase of $117,500.00 to provide funds for the MAP/Modernization project in 2006.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #576-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #577-06.  Accept payment from County Risk Sharing Authority for damage to property operated by the Allen County Board of MR/DD.
The Board received a payment from CORSA for damage to a lift truck and a box truck operated by the Board of MR/DD, Claim #0110016275 in the amount of $11,694.84 less a $2,500.00 deductible for an insured amount of $9,194.84.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #578-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the County Engineer Fund #2002.
A request for this supplemental was received from Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, for the County Engineer Fund #2002 with an original appropriation amount of $288,058.94 and a new appropriation of $388,058.94 for an increase of $100,000.00, which is necessary for professional services.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #579-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Bath Township Ditch Fund #4169.
A request for this supplemental was received from Becky Saine, County Administrator for the Bath Township Ditch Fund #4169 with an original appropriation amount of $62,263.50 and a new appropriation amount of $129,752.92 for an increase of $67,489.42 to repay an advance from the Bath Township Fund #4169.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #580-06.  Certify collection assessments for maintenance on various ditches to auditor.
The Board received written communications from Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, requesting that the Board approve assessments for permanent maintenance on a number of Petitioned Ditch Projects.  Douglass recommends that the rates be certified to the Auditor so that the amount of assessment for maintenance can be placed on the 2006 tax duplicate to be collected in 2007 for the said ditch projects.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #581-06.  Certify collection assessments for maintenance on various ditches to auditor of Allen & Auglaize Counties.
Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, is requesting that the Board of Allen County and Auglaize County Commissioners approve assessments for permanent maintenance for various ditches.  Douglass recommends that the rates be certified to the Auditor of Allen and Auglaize County so that the amount of assessment for maintenance can be placed on the 2006 tax duplicate to be collected in 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #582-06.  Certify collection assessments for maintenance on various ditches to auditor of Allen & Putnam Counties.
Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, is requesting that the Board of Allen County and Putnam County Commissioners approve assessments for permanent maintenance for various ditches.  Douglass recommends that the rates be certified to the Auditor of Allen and Putnam County so that the amount of assessment for maintenance can be placed on the 2006 tax duplicate to be collected in 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #583-06.  Certify collection assessments for maintenance on various ditches to auditor of Allen & Van Wert Counties.
Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, is requesting that the Board of Allen County and Van Wert County Commissioners approve assessments for permanent maintenance for various ditches.  Douglass recommends that the rates be certified to the Auditor of Allen and Van Wert County so that the amount of assessment for maintenance can be placed on the 2006 tax duplicate to be collected in 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A. Bruce Wells, Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #586-06, enter into a Water Pollution Control Loan Fund Agreement for the construction of a Waste Water Facility; designating a dedicated repayment source for the loan.  The Allen County Sanitary District seeks to construct a wastewater treatment plant, American II WWTP, at 4140 Diller Road, Lima.  The Allen County Commissioners intend to apply for a Water Pollution Control Loan Fund (WPCLF) to include the design costs and construction of said wastewater facility.  The Ohio Water Pollution Loan Control Fund requires the government authority to pass legislation for application for a design and construction loan and the execution of associated agreements as well as designated of a dedicated repayment source.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

B. Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:
1. Request to commit CDBG Repair Funds for roof replacement on a property located in Harrod, Ohio.  The property owners of a home in Harrod, Ohio appear to qualify for assistance under the CDBG Repair Program for a roof replacement for their home in Auglaize Township.  The lowest bid received for this project was from Home Maintenance Support in the amount of $4,969.00.  This price estimate includes correcting the vent stacks and installation of a bathroom fan along with roof, gutter and downspout replacement.
C. Douglass Degen, County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

       1.  Request to adopt Resolution #584-06, establish final costs / cash assessments for the Jeff Brown Petitioned Ditch #1230.  Pursuant to Section 6131.43, Ohio Revised Code, the County Commissioners must order the County Auditor to send out notices of cash assessments on ditches.  Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, is requesting that the Board authorize and direct the county auditor to issue notices of cash assessments for the Jeff Brown Petitioned Ditch #1230.  If assessments less than $50.00 are not paid in full by September 15, 2006, the County Auditor is authorized and directed to place the unpaid balance with interest upon the 2006 tax duplicate payable over a period of three (3) years.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
D. Maryalice Dicke, presented the following:

       1.   Request to adopt Resolution #585-06, approval of plat for Parklane Estates Subdivision Phase 2B, Shawnee Township.  Thomas and Maryalice Dicke, Developers of Parklane Estates, has presented the Board with a “Final Plat” for the Parklane Estates Subdivision, Phase 2B, located in Shawnee Township.  Parklane Estates is located off Spencerville Road (Route 117), approximately half mile west of the Shawnee Road intersection.  Phase 2B is located at the east end of Autumn Leaves Court.  Pursuant to Section 711.041 of the Ohio Revised Code, the said Board is required to approve said plat for recording.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
