MINUTES OF August 18, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Action Items:
Resolution #494-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #495-05.  Approval of a three day suspension of an employee at the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services.
This suspension will be for Tuesday, August 23, 2005; Wednesday, August 31, 2005; and Thursday, September 8, 2005; for failure of good behavior, neglect of duty, and unprofessional conduct.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #496-05.  Authorize Clerk of the board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the Spencerville Street Improvement Project, Village of Spencerville, FY’04 Formula Program.
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator presented this request at the August 16, 2005 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #497-05.  Authorize signature by the Board of County Commissioners of an agreement between the Allen County Sheriff and the Local 150, IUPA, AFL-CIO.
Sheriff Dan Beck stated that this is for a 2%, 3%, 3% increase.  He stated there was one major part he disagreed with that is why he refused to sign the agreement.  He also stated that the contract is already in affect because no party has objected in the allotted time frame.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #498-05.  Approval of the date and time of the view and hearing for the vacation of portions of Union Street and Central Avenue, Perry Township.
The date and time have been set as September 13m, 2005 at 10:30 a.m. to view the proposed site and has set September 26, 2005 at 10:00 a.m. in the Commissioners Public Meeting Room as the date and time for the final hearing.

Resolution #499-05.  Consider petition for annexation of territory located in Jackson Township top the Village of Lafayette.
This petition was presented to the Board on July 21, 2005 for annexation of 22.432 acres, more or less to the Village of Lafayette.  
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #500-05.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.
This is for an advance to the Dog & Kennel fund in the amount of $20,000.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #501-05.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the General Fund to the Dog and Kennel fund.
This advance is in the amount of $20,000.00 and is necessary to supplement the Dog & Kennel fund.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
