MINUTES OF AUGUST 22, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 22nd day of August, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Steve Kayatin led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the August 17, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #587-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #588-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Siefker Ditch Fund #4197 and the Bath Township Ditch Fund #4169 to the General Fund.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested a transfer in the amount of $2,504.00 from the Siefker Ditch Fund #4197 to the General Fund for the final repayment of the 1999 advance.  Another transfer from the Bath Township Ditch Fund #4169 to the General Fund in the amount of $67,489.42 was made for partial repayment of the 1996 advance.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #589-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Jail Maintenance Fund #2847.
A request for this supplemental was received from Becky Saine, County Administrator for the Jail Maintenance Fund #2847 with an original appropriation amount of $155,759.00 and a new appropriation amount of $158,634.00 for an increase of $2,875.00 to purchase and repair radios.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #590-06.  Accept Plat for Country Aire Estates Phase 5A.
James D. Sheldon, Sheldon Engineering & Surveying, Inc. has presented the Board with a “Final Plat” for the Country Aire Estates Phase 5A, located in American Township.  Pursuant to Section 711.041 of the Ohio Revised Code, the Board is required to approve the said plat for recording.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #591-06.  Commit funds for a CDBG Repair Project for a property located in Harrod, Ohio.
The owners of a property located on Hardin Road South, Auglaize Township, have made application and found to qualify for repair assistance for their home under the Community Housing Improvement Program – Home Repair Grant.  Bids for the said project were received from four (4) contractors.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, has recommended that the Board commit a total not to exceed $5,500.00 for the base bid and contingency for a contract with Home Maintenance Support for the repairs.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Lynn Shock, Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #592-06, authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Family Resource Centers.  Lynn Shock, Director, has requested that the Board authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Family Resource Centers for the provision of services as part of the Freedom Elementary School Community Partnership Program.  This contract in for an amount not to exceed $163,623.00 effective August 23, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2. Request to enter into contract with the YWCA for a Teen Pregnancy Prevention Program.  This    contract is for an amount not to exceed $43,161.37 and will be effective from August 25, 2006    through June 30, 2007.     

3. Request to enter into contract with Anthem Blue Cross / Blue Shield for medical coverage.  This contract is in need to authorize the DJFS and CSEA to enter into a contract with Anthem Blue Cross/Blue Shield for medical coverage for employees of their departments for the period of September 1, 2006 through August 31, 2007.  Further details such as dollar figures are not yet available.                             
B. Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:
1. Request to accept bid and enter into contract for the Perry High School Sanitary Sewer Improvement Project.  Three (3) bids were received and opened on August 9, 2006 for the project.  All bids have been reviewed and tabulated.  The low responsive bidder was Don Snyder Excavating Unlimited, Inc.  It is the recommendation of the Sanitary Engineer to award the contract to Don Snyder Excavating Unlimited, Inc. for an amount not to exceed $395,042.50.  The Engineer’s Estimate for this project is $420,000.00, the bid is approximately 6% under the engineer’s estimate.
C. W. Dan Reiff, Allen County Commissioner, presented the following:

       1.  Request to adopt Resolution #593-06, submission of an application to the Ohio Public Works Commission.  This request came from W. Dan Reiff, Allen County Commissioner, whom will be applying for grant funds from the OPWC for Clean Ohio Conservation Programs.  These funds will be used primarily for the McCullough Road Wetlands Preserve.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously with Commissioner Reiff abstaining from the vote.
