MINUTES OF August 23, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 3:00 p.m. on the 23rd day of August, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the August 18, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

A Resolution of Appreciation was presented to the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Office personnel for receiving first place in Division II of the Operations Challenge and winning the Maintenance Event for all divisions.  The team will compete in November, 2005 in Washington, DC at the national level.
Action Items:
Resolution #504-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #505-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the MR/DD Capital Improvement Fund.

Per the request of Esther Baldridge, Superintendent, this is an increase in the appropriation of $40,000 for a new appropriation of $283,523.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #506-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Women’s Health Services Fund.

Per the request of Martha Burklo, Fiscal Officer, this is a new appropriation of $47,385.00 to the administration account and $31,865.00 to the other expense account.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #507-05.  Supplemental appropriation to various funds.

Per the request of Becky Saine, County Administrator, this is an increase to Fund 191 in the amount of $929.88 – Westview Subdivision; an increase to Fund 120 in the amount of $237.32 – Randy Reynolds; and an increase to Fund 890-001 in the amount of $11,137.50 – County Health Insurance.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #508-05.  Accept proposal and enter into contract with Charles Construction Services, Inc. for the General Trades portion of the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Buildings Project.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, presented this request at the August 4, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  Four bids were received with the low bid being Charles Construction Services, Inc. in the amount of $2,098,800.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #509-05.  Accept proposal and enter into contract with Gast Plumbing & Heating, Inc. for the HVAC portion of the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Buildings Project.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, presented this request at the August 4, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  One bid was received in the amount of $197,115.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #510-05.  Accept proposal and enter into contract with Gast Plumbing & Heating, Inc. for the Plumbing and Fire Protection portion of the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Buildings Project.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, presented this request at the August 4, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  Two bids were received with the low bid being Gast Plumbing & Heating, Inc. in the amount of $254,305.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #511-05.  Accept proposal and enter into contract with Sidney Electric Company for the Electrical portion of the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Buildings Project.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, presented this request at the August 4, 2005 Agenda Meeting.   Two bids were received with the low bid being Sidney Electric Company in the amount of $378,000.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #512-05.   Resolution authorizing the issuance of $1,575,000 of Various Purpose Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2002A, Third (2005) Renewal.

This issuance is being divided as follows:  $783,500 for economic development and $791,500 for the Fort Shawnee Industrial Drive.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.
Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:
1. Request for the approval to accept Permanent and Temporary Easements from property owners for the Fourth Street/Bowman Road Sewer Improvement Project Area.   There are 17 permanent and 3 temporary easements totaling $5,006.57.

2. Request for the approval to accept Permanent and Temporary Easements from property owners for the Findlay Road Phase II Sewer Improvement Area.    There are 6 permanent and 5 temporary easements totaling $9,310.33.

Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:

3.  Request to certify an unpaid assessment to the Allen County Auditor.  Mr. and Mrs. Wellman, owners of Lake Winona Campground, have requested service from the Oakview Sewer Improvement Area due to OEPA requiring them expand their existing plant or connect to a public sewer for expansion of the campground.  The Wellman’s have consented to be assessed for the project for thirty (30) campsites totaling $29,829.03 to be placed on their taxes.  
         4.  Request to establish a Water Capital Permit Fee.  An informational meeting was held July 21, 2005 to discuss the proposed capital permit fee.   The proposed $2,500 Capital Permit Fee will be charged to future homeowners that are not being assessed for an existing water project.   The fee will then be used for any capital improvements and major maintenance improvements the county or the water district may have.  The county will generate approximately $20,000 per year and the water district will generate over $100,000 per year.
B.    Esther Baldridge, Superintendent of MR/DD, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #513-05, accept proposal and enter into contract for the Allen County Board of MR/DD Pavements Repairs and Replacement Project.  One bid was received by Freisthler Paving, Inc. in the amount of $197,560.00.  The Board of MR/DD met on August 18, 2005 regarding said project, approved same and are now requesting the Board of Allen County Commissioners approval to enter into contract for said project.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

C.     Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job & Family Services, presented the following:

1. Approve an amendment to the Memorandum of Understanding for the Regional One-Stop.   The amendment to the MOU will increase the total cost charged to the one-stop partners in Allen and Paulding Counties.  Allen County’s total cost will crease by $29,142.98.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
