MINUTES OF August 25, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a..m. on the 25th day of August, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Scott Little, County Engineer’s Office, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the August 23, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #516-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #517-05.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.
This is the transfer of $240.00 for the purpose of reissuing unclaimed warrants.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #518-05.  Authorize warrants of transfer for repayment of monies advanced from the general fund.

This is the transfer of $929.88 for partial repayment of an advance – Resolution #933-98 and the transfer of $237.32 for final repayment of an advance – Resolution #636-00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #519-05.  Establish a Water Capital Permit Fee for all non-assessed water projects in the Allen County Sewer District.

Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the August 23, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #520-05.  Authorize permanent and temporary easements from property owners for the Findlay Road Phase II Sewer Improvement Project.

Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the August 23, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #521-05.  Authorize permanent and temporary easements from property owners for the Fourth Street/Bowman Road Sewer Improvement Project Area.

Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the August 23, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #522-05.  Authorize certification of an unpaid assessment for subject parcel to connect to the Oakview Subdivision Sewer Improvement.

Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the August 23, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.
Scott Little, Assistant Drainage Engineer, presented the following:
1. Request to set the date, time and place of the reconvened first hearing for the Shawnee Development LTD Petitioned Ditch #1224.     Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, met with the four parcel owners who are working toward a private resolution of the drainage issue.  Adequate progress is being made therefore additional time is needed to reconstruct the drainage facility.   The reconvened hearing scheduled for September 1, 2005 has been requested to be changed to April 26, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. at the Apollo Career Center to allow time for the work to be completed.

B.    Bruce Wells, Business Manager, presented the following:

1. Request for certification of sewer charge to the County Auditor.   Chapter 6117 of the ORC provides for the certification to the County Auditor for collection of sanitary sewer connection charges through installment payments billed through the tax duplicate.   A homeowner has requested assistance with the connection charge in order to the complete the connection of the sanitary sewer and to avoid legal proceedings by the Health Department as it relates to their septic system.  Since the homeowners do not qualify under CDBG, it has been requested to place such charges on their property taxes for collection over a period of five years.  The homeowner has agreed to sign a “Consent for Installment Payments for Sanitary Connection Fees”.

Rick Boerger, Operations Manager, presented the following:

2. Request to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the purchase of a 2006 Single Axle Chassis Dump Truck.  The department is in need of an additional unit due to all of the lift stations that need to be maintained and the growing list of system repairs.   The current dump truck is used on a full-time basis for the pump stations and to address maintenance issues.  The new dump truck will be used to for equipment transport/excavation material removal on the infiltration repair sites on the sewer collection system.  The department has looked into State Co-op Purchasing as well as talking to local suppliers.  The department feels they can bid this piece of equipment competitive to the State Purchasing.  Bid opening will be September 19, 2005.

C.      Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:

1. Request to commit CHIP and Program Income funds for a rehab project on North West Street, American Township.  The owner applied and qualified under the CHIP program for various repairs and replacements.  After submitting the application, there is a need for a septic system replacement and the homeowner would like to tap on to the waterline in her area.  This has now brought the project over the CHIP limit of $35,000.  The homeowner has agreed to pay for the waterline and associated tap fee.  Mr. Wells is requesting that the Board authorize the additional cost for said project to be paid from Program Income funds.

D.      Cindy Pyles, Regional Airport Authority, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #523-05, authorize grant between the Allen County Board of Commissioners and the Federal Aviation Administration.  This grant is for the rehabilitation of Taxiway D and the T-hangar taxiways.   The amount of the grant totals $162,366.00, in which there is a cash match of $8,546.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
