MINUTES OF August 30, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a..m. on the 30th day of August, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Crystal Balo.
Lisa Merkle, Child Support Enforcement Agency, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the August 19, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the August 25, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #524-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #525-05.  Authorize a warrant of transfer to the Shawnee I & I Investigation Fund 348-008 from the Sanitary Engineering Surplus Fund 035-002.
This is the transfer of $100,000 and is necessary to cover contract costs until note proceeds are secured to fund the project..

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #526-05.  Authorize certification of sewer charges to the County Auditor.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager, presented this request at the August 25, 2005 Agenda meeting.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #527-05.  Authorize Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the purchase of a 2006 single axles chassis dump truck for the Sanitary Engineering Department.
Rick Boerger, Operations Manager, presented this request at the August 25, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #528-05.  Authorize renewal of contract between the Board of Commissioner and West Central Ohio Regional healthcare Alliance for the Employee Assistance Program.
This contract will be at a cost not to exceed $11,137.50 and will be effective April 1, 2005 through March 31, 2006.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #529-05.  Authorize the change of date for the Reconvened Hearing for the Shawnee Development LTD Petitioned Ditch #1234.
Scott Little, Assistant Drainage Engineer, presented this request at the August 25, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #530-05.  Amend Resolution 498-05 to include additional legal description.
There were two legal descriptions to be included on the original resolution, however only one was included.  This amendment will include the additional legal description of said property.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.
Lisa Merkle, Child Support Enforcement Agency Director, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #531-05, Authorize the Department of Job and Family Services and the Child Support Enforcement Agency to enter into contract with Anthem Blue Cross/Blue Shield.  The Insurance Committee looked at the bids and recommended that they renew with Anthem BC/BS.  There will be an increase of 2.8% for single premiums, 2.9% for two-party premiums, and 2.8% for family premiums.  The contract will be effective September 1, 2005 through August 31, 2006.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.    Gary Sheely, City of Lima, presented the following:

1. Request the Board of Commissioners to sign the Greater Ethanol EDA documents.  This grant would be to develop the infrastructure, roadway, water lines, and sewer lines for the Greater Ohio Ethanol Plant.  This would improve part of Hanthorn Road to help with increases truck traffic for the plant.  There is no liability to the Board of Commissioners, as the City is fully responsible for the local match and maintenance of the grant.  Greg Sneary requested that prior to signing the documents there be additional wording added to the “Lead Agency Agreement for EDA Investment #06-01-05030” as follows:  “The County will not have any administrative responsibilities nor any liability under this grant.  The City of Lima has the administrative responsibilities as well as the local funding math required.”  Mr. Sheeley stated this would be added.  Plan to be up and going September 2006.
