MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 6, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a..m. on the 6th day of September, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the August 31, 2005 Special Emergency Meeting minutes and the September 1, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #539-05. Authorize a warrant of Advance from the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund 035-002 to the Findlay Road Phase II Sewer Improvement Fund 102-994.
This is the advance of $350,000.00 to cover contract costs until note proceeds are secured to fund the project.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #540-05.  Authorize permanent and temporary easements from property owners for the Early/Lutz Road Sewer Improvement Project Area.
This is the acceptance of (10) permanent easements and (7) temporary easements at a total cost of $1,457.86.   Bruce Wells, Business Manager, presented this request at the September 1, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #541-05.  Accept and award proposal from Beaverdam Contracting, Inc. for construction of the Early/Lutz Road Improvement Project Area.  
Bruce Wells, Business Manager, presented this request at the September 6, 2005 Agenda meeting.  Two (2) bids were received with the low bid being Beaverdam Contracting, Inc. in the amount of $1,296,812.05.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #542-05.  Authorize a resolution in support of Mental Health Parity as related to H.B. 180 and S.B. 116.  
H.B. 180 and S.B. 116 provides more improved access to care of those affected with the disease.  These bills were introduced by Senator Robert Spada and Representative Jon Peterson, respectively.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.
County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:
1. Request to approve one (1) Easement Deed and one (1) Temporary Right-of-Way Easement for the Eastown Road Phase I Project.   Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, stated the owner was previously paid $4,692.00 for the right-of-entry.  After further negotiation, it has been determined that an additional $4,000.00 is to be paid to the property owner.  Funding will come from the Motor Vehicle Gas Tax Fund 002.

2. Request to authorize a Single Ditch Maintenance Petition referred to as the American Village No. 6 Petitioned Ditch #1238.  Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, the petitioner is requesting that Ditch #1238 be placed on permanent maintenance.  The landowners have waived their right to a public hearing.  This is a request that the storm sewer outlet be placed on permanent maintenance with a permanent assessment base of $37,792.00.  There is a construction maintenance bond being held on the project for two years from the completion date, in which the developer is responsible for erosion control, drainage issues, etc.  Maintenance assessments are not expected until the 2007 tax duplicates.
B.
Bruce Ansley, Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. presented the following:


1.  Request to accept the subdivision plat and the roadways and improvement made at American Village #6 in American Township.    The Developer, Bill Degen, has developed another 15 lots and constructed over 900 feet of streets to provide for additional housing for residents.  Approval has been received by the Lima-Allen County Regional Planning Commission and the County Engineer’s Office.

C. Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:

1.   Request to declare the necessity to construct the Allen East School Sewer Improvement Area in Jackson Township.  In accordance with Section 6117.06 (A) of the Revised Code, this is the next statutory process to provide a public sanitary sewer for the new Allen East School.    The next step is to schedule a Project Assessment Public Hearing which is tentatively scheduled for October 26, 2005.
  2.   Request for certification to the County Auditor an unpaid waterline connection charge to the Shawnee No. 1 Waterline Improvement Project.  The property owner has requested to make payment for the permit charges through an installments plan by certifying the charges to his business tax duplicate for a period of two years.  Chapter 6103 of the Ohio Revised Code allows this method of payment.  The amount to be collected is $5,728.70 or $2,864.35 annually.
D. Beth Granger, Port Authority, presented the following:

1.    Request to authorize the submission of an application and environmental assessment documentation to the State of Ohio, Office of Housing and Community Partnerships, to participate in the Small Cities Community Development Block Grant Economic Development Program.  Engineered Plastics Products located in the Fort Shawnee Industrial Park has received a five (5) year contract with GM in the amount of $3,800,000.00 for machinery and equipment that is needed in relation to the project.  The Port Authority has approved $500,000 in CDBG funds that will remain in the RLF and be relent when the loan has been repaid.  $2,000,000.00 has been approved by the Ohio Department of Development and $1,000,000.00 has been approved through a direct Regional 166 loan.
