MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 8, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a..m. on the 8th day of September, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Russ Decker, Homeland Security/EMA, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the September 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #543-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #544-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Sheriff’s Law Enforcement Trust Fund 010-011.
This is an increase in the appropriation of $5,000.00 to other expenses for a new appropriation of $20,500.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #545-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Civic Center Fund 872.

This is an increase in the appropriation of $52,000.00 for electricity at the Civic Center and $1,200.00 for water at Memorial Hall.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #546-05.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Operating Fund to the Surplus Fund.

This is the transfer of $350,000.00 to move funds generated from operations to the surplus fund to pay for capital projects.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #547-05.  Authorize the submission of an application and environmental assessment documentation for Engineered Plastic Products to the State of Ohio, Office of Housing and Community Partnerships, to participate in the Small Cities Community Development Block Grant Economic Development Program.
Beth Granger, Port Authority, presented this request at the September 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting.
Engineered Plastic Products, Inc. will receive financial assistance in the amount of $500,000.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #548-05.  Resolution declaring the necessity to construct the Allen East School Sewer Improvement Area in Jackson Township, Allen County Sewer District, Allen County, Ohio.

Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the September 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #549-05.  Authorize the certification to the Allen County Auditor for collection of a waterline connection charge to the Shawnee No. 1 Waterline Improvement.

Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the September 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This is the collection of $5,728.70 plus a carrying charge of $114.75 for a period not to exceed two years, to be placed on the 2006 real estate tax duplicate.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #550-05.  Authorize the American Village No. 6 Petitioned Ditch #1238 to be placed on permanent maintenance.

Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, presented this request at the September 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting.   The permanent assessment base of $35,792.00 is to be placed on the 2007 tax duplicates.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #551-05.  Approval of one (1) Easement Deed and one (1) Temporary Right-of-Way Easement for the Eastown Road Improvement Phase I Project.
Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented this request at the September 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #552-05.  Approval of a subdivision plat for American Village No. 6.

Bruce Ansley, Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc., presented this request at the September 6, 2006 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #553-05.  Accept payment from County Risk Sharing Authority for water damage to the basement of the Allen County Children’s Museum.

Said claim was in the amount of $7,689.19, less a $2,500.00 deductible, for an insured loss of $5,189.19.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #554-05.  Authorize the transfer of two (2) 1953 Willy Trucks to be the Johnny Appleseed Metropolitan Park District.
Kevin Haver, Director of the Johnny Appleseed Metropolitan Park District, expressed an interest in the utilization of the two trucks that are currently on the county inventory but are of no use to the County.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #555-05.  Approval of a contract with Downtown Lima, Inc. and the City of Lima for pigeon and starling control.

Buckeye Exterminating has been contracted to provide services to the downtown area.  Cost is not to exceed $5,000.00, in which said amount will be divided between the three (3) agencies.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:

Russ Decker, Homeland Security, presented the following:
1. Request to purchase an Outdoor Warning Siren from Radio Hospital for the City of Delphos.  Due to the availability of funds, Decker requested an Outdoor Warning Siren be purchased from Radio Hospital for the City of Delphos at a cost of $20,205.00, which will be paid 100% by U.S. Department of Homeland Security Grant Funds.  Decker hopes to purchase one (1) additional siren by the end of the year for the City of Delphos.  Decker also stated that he recommends each homeowner purchase a battery operated weather radio for the home.  This radio will notify persons of any weather conditions in the area.

2. Request to allow the deployment of Allen County assets outside of the State of Ohio.  This is in cooperation with the National Emergency Management Assistance Compact, which consists of the national government and 49 states.  The assets include hazardous material/decontamination equipment and building collapse equipment to be used as a result of Hurricane Katrina in Louisiana.  Allen County is currently on stand-by.
