MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 15, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 15th day of September, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Dan Booth led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the September 13, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #564-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #565-05.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers.

This is a request from Judy Ellison, Sheriff’s Office, to transfer funds to replenish shortages in other accounts due to change in staffing.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #566-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Building & Expansion Fund.

This is the increase in the appropriation of $150,000.00 due to additional expenses for renovations to the Educational Service Center Building.  
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #567-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the D.A.R.E. Program Fund.

This is an increase in the appropriation of $504.00 for the reimbursement of salaries.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #568-05.  Authorize the allocation and encumbrance of funds and the issuance of payment to the Village of Elida from the Motor Vehicle Permissive Tax Fund.

This is a request in the amount of $10,000 from the Village of Elida for funding of a portion of their 2005 road program expenses.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #569-05.  Authorize to commit funds for the Village of Spencerville FY’04 Formula Grant Street Improvement Project and authorize a contract with Bluffton Paving for same.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the September 13, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  Low bidder was Bluffton Paving in the amount of $39,936.10, in which $39,500.00 will be funded by FY’04 Formula Grant funds and the remainder from the Village of Spencerville.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.
Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented the following:

1. Request for the approval of the Preliminary Consent Legislation for the Metcalf Street Bridge Project.  The County has applied for and received Toll Revenue Credit for the County’s 5% share of the cost of said project.  There will be no funding used from the general fund or the County Engineer’s funds.   This is a $2 million dollars project, which is set to begin next year.

2. Request for the approval of the Mitigation Agreement between the North Coast Regional Council of Park District and the Allen County Engineer’s Office.    This agreement is for Phase IV of the Eastown Road Project, which extends from Elm Street to Spencerville Road.  This alignment of new roadway has a negative impact on 0.329 acres of Category 2 wetlands.  According to State and Federal requirements, the County is required to mitigate this impact by replacing the wetlands at a ratio of 4:1, which involves constructing, monitoring and maintaining new wetlands.  Rhodes has negotiated with the Army Corps of Engineers to purchase wetland credits in a wetland mitigation bank or MBRT.  This is the most viable option as the County is only responsible for purchasing the grounds, which is at a set price and includes the maintenance and monitoring in the future.  This will save the County approximately $45,000.00.  Rhodes requested that the Board authorize the purchase of credits totaling $22,500.00.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, updated the Board on the Eastown Road Project.  Market Street north thru Allentown Road should be open by mid October, which is ahead of schedule.  Phase I is a little over 50% complete.  Continuous work is being completed on sections of Market Street and Elm Street.
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
