MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 20, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 20th day of September, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Ben Diepenbrock, Auditor, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the September 15, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #570-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #571-05.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers.

This is the transfer of $3,500.00 for additional funds to Salary-Law Students in the Prosecutor’s Office.  This is also the transfer of $15,000.00 to Medical Staff to replenish shortages in the Sheriff’s accounts.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #572-05.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from 018-000 to Fund 266-208 for the Allen County Board of MR/DD.
This is the advance of funds in the amount of $1,292.91 to keep the fund from having a negative balance.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #573-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Girl Scouts of Appleseed Ridge Fund 120-237 and Ed Warrington Ditch #120-236.

This is a new appropriation of $500.00 to each fund as part of the ditch petition process.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #574-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Clerk of Courts Title Fund 003-070.

This is an increase in the appropriation of $2,000.00 to cover costs of supplies for the remainder of 2005.  The new appropriation is $16,000.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #575-05.  Authorize the allocation and encumbrance of funds and issue payment to the Village of Spencerville from the Motor Vehicle Permissive Tax Fund.

This is a request in the amount of $7,346.19 from the Village of Spencerville for their 2005 Road Program.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #576-05.  Enter into Preliminary Consent Legislation with the Ohio Department of Transportation for the Metcalf Street Bridge Project.

Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented this request at the September 15, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  The County will used Toll Revenue Credit to pay for their portion of the project.  There will be no cost to the general fund or the County Engineer’s funds for said project.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #577-05.  Request County Auditor to certify monthly amount of monies received from additional tax imposed.  

Monies generated from additional tax imposed will be deposited as follows:  $30,208.00 to the 911 Operations fund; $89,300.00 to the Capital Improvement fund; $29,000.00 to Industrial Park-West; $29,000.00 to Industrial Park-East; and the remainder to the general fund.  This is part of the efforts being made to reduce county debt.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
