MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 22, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 22nd day of September, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the September 15, 2005 Executive Meeting minutes and the September 20, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #578-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #579-05.  Approve the employment of Richard William Miller III as a Part-Time Attorney in the Legal Department of the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency.

Vicki Tarr, Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented this request at the September 20, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  Mr. Miller will be employed at the rate of $25.21 per hour effective September 26, 2005.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #580-05.  Approve the employment of Donette S. Rosenburg as a Typist in the Legal Department of the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency.

Vicki Tarr, Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented this request at the September 20, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  Ms. Rosenburg will be employed at the rate of $9.89 per hour effective September 29, 2005.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #581-05.  Authorize the Allen County Engineer’s Office to enter into a Wetland Mitigation Agreement with the North Coast Regional Council of Park Districts for the Eastown Road Project -Phase IV. 
Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented this request at the September 15, 2005 Agenda Meeting.   Through this agreement, Allen County will purchase wetland credits in the amount of $22,500.00 to be deposited with the MBRT.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #582-05.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund 035-002 to the Fourth Street/Bowman Road Sewer Improvement Project Fund 103-000.

This is the advance of funds in the amount of $50,000.00 to cover project expenses until note proceeds are secured to fund the project.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #583-05.  Authorize a warrant to transfer funds from the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund 035-002 to the Early Lutz Sewer Improvement Project Fund 112-100.

This is the transfer of $65,000.00, which is the balance of a $75,000 departmental commitment toward the Early/Lutz Sewer Improvement Project.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #584-05.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 035-002 to the Sanitary Engineering Administration Facilities Capital Fund 348-009.

This is the transfer of $350,000 to cover costs associated with the design and construction of the administrative and maintenance facilities.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #585-05.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.

This is the transfer of $10,000 to cover additional attorney fees for the remainder of the year.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Add:

Resolution #586-05.  Authorize commitment of CDBG Home Repair Funds for a waterline installation and associated tap and meter fees for a property located on East Breese Road, Perry Township.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, stated that the property owner had a well that failed and is currently without water services.  The property owner qualifies for assistance through the CDBG Home Repair program.  Schenk Plumbing & Heating has provided a proposal of $1,560.00 to make necessary minor repairs, run the waterline and make the connections.  The tap fee to the Allen Water District is in the amount of $2,800.00 and the City of Lima meter fee is $640.00.  Wells proposes that the Board approve a commitment of $5,000.00 from the CDBG Home Repair program for this project.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:

1. Request for approval of a new Coordination Agreement with the Ohio Historic Preservation Office.  The current agreement expires December 31, 2005.  The agreement details the preservation of historic buildings and areas as it pertains to Community Development projects.  Poggemeyer Design Group has prepared a new agreement extending the date to December 31, 2008.
2. Request to expend from Program Income for a gas line repair in Westminster, Ohio.   A homeowner located on Faulkner Road had a gas line leak at the meter resulting in shut off of their gas services.  The homeowner qualified for assistance.  Hughes Plumbing & Heating repaired the line at a cost of $264.93 and Wells requested approval to pay for said invoice from Program Income funds.

3. Request for approval of Change Order #1 with Suever Stone Company for the FY’04 Formula – Delphos Street Improvement Project contract.    The project calls for a completion date of September 30, 2005.This change order requests an extension of the project to October 15, 2005. 

B. Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented the following request:
         1.   Request to enter into contract with Geotechnical Services for the Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project.   Proposals were received with the low bidder being Professional Service Industries, Inc. in the amount of $16,627.00.  Said services will include materials testing and inspection services.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
There was discussion in reference to the annexation petition filed for approximately 5.556 acres located in Bath Township to the City of Lima, Ohio.  Sumner Walters, Agent for the Petitioners, stated that an amended petition was filed as suggested by Greg Antalis, Assistant Allen County Prosecutor.  The statue provides if property is not privately owned, the representative for the petitioners can sign on their behalf.  Walters also submitted an amended petition with the petitioner’s signatures.  Sumner feels that an amendment can be filed according to statute.  As far as the Tax Map issue, the transfer of parcel numbers doesn’t change the non-withdrawal annexation.   Roy Hollenbacher, Bath Township Trustee, stated that there is no provision in the statues, Section 709.023 of the Ohio Revised Code, which allows an amendment to be filed.  Hollenbacher believes that it is the Board of Commissioners obligation to reject the petition for annexation having 30 to 45 days from the filing of the petition to act, which the deadline is Saturday, September 24.  Hollenbacher stated that their attorney submitted an e-mail to the Clerk of the Board stating that the petition should be rejected strictly on statute language.  Sumner Walters stated that there is an additional section of the code that states that signature doesn’t need to be on the petition.
Commissioner Reiff moved that the discussion regarding the annexation petition be tabled until 9:00 a.m. on Friday, September 23, 2005.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Bassitt.

 With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
