MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 26, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 26th day of September, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board, Amy Kahle.
Dave Louth led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the September 21, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #669-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #670-06.  Authorize the Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the Earl Gaskill Petitioned Ditch #1229.
Nathan Davis, Assistant Drainage Engineer, has requested that the Board authorize the Clerk of the Board to advertise to receive bids for the labor, material and equipment necessary for the Earl Gaskill Petitioned Ditch #1229.  Bids will be received for this said project until 11:00 a.m. on Tuesday, October 10, 2006, in the office of the Allen County Commissioners.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #671-06.  Authorize Timothy J. Piper, Allen County Engineer, to execute LPA Federal Project Agreements for the Fruend Road Bridge, Spencer Township.
In order to apply for financial assistance for the use of Federal Highway Administration’s (FHWA) federal funding, it is necessary to attach to the application a copy of the legislation by the governing body of the application, authorizing a designated official to submit an application and to execute the agreement.  Correspondence has been received from the Allen County Engineer’s Office requesting the Board authorize Timothy J. Piper, Allen County Engineer, to submit an application and execute LPA Federal Project Agreements for FHWA federal funding to the Ohio Department of Transportation, for the Fruend Road Bridge Over Jennings Creek, Spencer Township, Project No:  ALL-TR-26-0.99, PID: 75593, AGREEMENT NO: 21289.  The Board also authorizes Timothy J. Piper to act as the authorizing authority on behalf of the Allen County Commissioners for the signing of this agreement and appoint him as the LPA representative for Allen County.

Resolution #672-06.  Approve permanent and temporary right-of-way Easements for County Road Purposes for the Eastown Road Improvement Project – Phase 2.
Mark Stockman, Chief Deputy Engineer, has requested that the Board of County Commissioners approve twelve (12) Permanent and Temporary Right-of-Way Easements for County Road Purposes for the Eastown Road Phase 2 from SR 81 to SR 309 as follows:  1.) Resolution #673-06.  Approve a six (6) day suspension of an employee at the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services.
Lynn Shock, Director, has requested that the Board approve a six (6) day suspension of an employee due to malfeasance, dishonesty, failure of good behavior, neglect of duty and unprofessional behavior.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #674-06.  Approve the Engineer’s estimate of material and labor necessary to construct a new culvert on Conant Road, Amanda Township.
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, has submitted an estimate in the amount of $15,510.00 for material and labor necessary to construct a new culvert on Conant Road, No. AMA-71-2.31, Amanda Township in conjunction with the Gaskill Petitioned Ditch #1229.  
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A. Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request approval of a Permanent Highway Right-of-Way Easement for the Thayer Road Improvement Project – Phase 1.  This easement, Duane E. & Juanita D. Hilyard, is necessary for the construction of Thayer Road, Phase 1 from Reservoir Road to the New York Central Railroad Tracks.  This is the first of several parcels of land needed for the Thayer Road Project.
2. Request to adopt Resolution #675-06, award and enter into contract for the Thayer Road Improvement Project – Phase 1.  Three bids were received by the Board for the Thayer Road Improvement Project Phase 1.  David Louth, Roadway Engineer, has reviewed the bids and is recommending that the Board accept bid and enter into contract with R.D. Jones Excavating, Inc. in the amount of $466,585.56.  The Engineer’s Estimate for this project is $603,000.00.
