MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 29, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 29th day of September, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Greg Wannemacher, Wannemacher Enterprises,  led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the September 27, 2005, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #597-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #598-05.  Authorize the renewal of the Service Agreement between the Child Support Enforcement Agency and West Central Ohio Regional Healthcare Alliance.

Vicki Tarr, Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented this request at the September 27, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This contract is for Employee Assistance Programming at a cost not to exceed $1,053.00.  Said contract shall be effective October 1, 2005 through September 30, 2006.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #599-05.  Resolution declaring the necessity to construct the Allen East Sewer Improvement Project and to establish the date, time and place for a public hearing.

Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the September 27, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  Said hearing will be held at the Lafayette Community Building on October 26, 2005 at 7:00 p.m.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #600-05.  Authorize one (1) Contract for Sale and Purchase of Real Property, two (2) Temporary Right-of-Way Easements, and a Relocation Assistance Packet for the Eastown Road Phase 3 Project.

Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented this request at the September 27, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #601-05.  Approve the use of credit cards for the 4th quarter of 2005.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Add:

Resolution #604-05.  Resolution accepting the amounts and rates as determined by the Budget Commission and authorizing the necessary tax levies and certifying them to the County Auditor.  

This is the amounts and rates for the next succeeding fiscal year commencing January 1, 2006.  These rates need to be certified to the County Auditor by October 1, 2005.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.
Cindy LaMantia, Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #602-05, approve the renewal of the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services local Prevention, Retention, and Contingency (PRC) Plan.  State law requires that the plan be renewed every two (2) years.  The renewal of the plan must be in place no later than October 1, 2005.  Minor changes have been made to the plan either by adding new program mandated by ODJFS or to expand and/or clarify earlier plan language.  The most significant change is to increase the upper limits for the purchase of a stove or refrigerator from $125.00 to an amount not to exceed $400.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2. Request to enter into contract with the American Red Cross for Day Care Provider Training.  The contract would be effective from October 5, 2005 through June 30, 2006 in an amount not to exceed $7,760.00.

B. Marcel Wagner, Allen Economic Development Group, presented the following request:
1.   Request to adopt Resolution #603-05, authorize and direct the President of the Board of Allen County Commissioners to enter into an Enterprise Zone Agreement with Wannemacher Enterprises, Inc. and declaring this act an emergency.  This is the second expansion project on the site.  This project will consist of two (2) agreements, in which 40% of the project is located in Perry Township and 60% of the project is located in the City of Lima.  This is a ten (10) year agreement.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
C.    Sheldon Engineering,  presented the following request:

1.  Request to adopt Resolution #605-05, approve the re-plat for Country Aire Estates, Phase 4-C.  This is a correction to the boundary lines of five (5) lots. 
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, announced that the Engineer’s Office has hired Zach Gerdeman as Roadway Technician.  Gerdeman is filling the vacancy left by David Louth who was promoted to Roadway Engineer.  Gerdeman is proficient not only in AutoCAD but in preparing Civil Engineering drawings within AutoCAD.  The main task of Gerdeman will be to prepare civil engineering plans for use by county forces and contractors to construct roadway projects.  Gerdeman attended the Ohio State University and has worked for Core Consulting, Inc. for the past five (5) years.    Brad Core, Core Consulting, added that even though he is losing an employee, Gerdeman will be an asset to the Allen County Engineer’s Office.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
