MINUTES OF OCTOBER 4, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 4th day of October, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer,  led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the September 29, 2005, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #606-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #607-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the CDBG Fund 414-000.

This is a new appropriation of $435,000.00, which is a pass thru grant for Precision Thermoplastics.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #608-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Capital Improvement Fund 170-000.

This is an increase in the appropriation of $30,000.00 for a new appropriation of $108,230.50.  This increase is due to additional unanticipated repairs, etc.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #609-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the MR/DD Fund 075-000.

This is an increase in the appropriation of $7,000.00 for a new appropriation of $36,000.00.  This increase is due to respite costs being higher than originally anticipated.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #610-05.  Consider the vacation of portion of Union Street and Central Avenue in Perry Township.
The proposed area to be vacated has been viewed and a public hearing has been held.  The County Engineer concurs with the road vacation.  

Commissioner Bassitt moved to approve the vacation of portions of Union Street and Central Avenue in Perry Township. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #611-05.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services to enter into contract with the American Red Cross to provide Day Care Provider Training Services.

Cindy LaMantia, Department of Job and Family Services, presented this request at the September 29, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  Said contract is to provide adult and child/infant CPR training for the Type B day care providers in an amount not to exceed $7,760.00.  Said contract shall commence October 5, 2005 and expire June 30, 2006.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.
Russ Decker, Homeland Security, presented the following:

1. Request to purchase one (1) additional outdoor warning siren for the City of Delphos.  This siren will replace the last of the old sirens.  The siren will be purchased 100% by U.S. Department of Homeland Security FFY’-4 Grant Funds in the amount of $20,205.00.

2. Request to rescind Resolution #233-05, accept ownership of two older warning sirens in the City of Delphos.  Back in April, the Commissioners accepted ownership of two older warning sirens from the City of Delphos.  The purchase of the new warning siren (as outlined above) will replace the two older warning sirens.  The City of Delphos will again assume ownership of the two (2) older warning sirens.

3. Request to purchase one (1) used Emergency Response Vehicle from the Elida Community Fire Company in the amount of $24,500.00.  This Emergency Response Vehicle is a 1997 Ford Trauma Hawk or an ambulance.  The vehicle is a diesel and has 53,698 miles.  Said vehicle will be purchased through 100% U.S. Department of Homeland Security FFY’04 Grant Funds.  The Lima Police Department Bomb Squad will utilize this vehicle.  Phil Miller, Commander of the Bomb Team, stated that the current vehicle is not operational.  This vehicle will assist in the transporting of the robot and assist with the job requirements of the Bomb Squad. 

B. Beth Granger, Port Authority, presented the following request:
1.   Request for the approval of a contract between Procter & Gamble Mfg. Co., Allen County and E.D. Business Solutions.   E.D. Business Solutions will administer a CDBG application on behalf of Procter & Gamble up to $500,000.00 for infrastructure improvements.  This improvement is Proctor & Gamble’s distribution center on Reservoir Road.   The total project is $4,400,000.00 in roadway improvements and between $990,000.00 and $1,300,000.00 in for waterlines and sewer lines.

C.    Rick Boerger, Sanitary Engineer, presented the following request:

1.  Request to accept proposal and enter into contract for the purchase of a 2006 Dump Truck.  Boerger recommended that the bid of Stoops Freightliner be accepted in the amount of $64,296.00.  Buckeye Truck Center was the apparent low bidder but did not meet the bid specifications.  
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, announced that the Engineer’s Office has hired Mark Stockman as the Chief Deputy Engineer.  Mr. Stockman is the former Paulding County Engineer.  As Paulding County Engineer, Stockman obtained $24 million dollars in federal and state grants in 12 years, quadrupling his capital improvement budget.   He is a 1979 Cum Laude graduate of the University of Toledo and has both a Professional Engineer’s License and a Professional Surveyor’s license.  He has held various board positions in the State of Ohio.  He has been employed by a consultant as Project Administrator for the Eastown Road – Phase 1 project for Allen County.  As Chief Deputy Engineer, Mr. Stockman will assist in obtaining funding from various sources for Phases 2 and 3 of Eastown Road as well as other projects.  He will perform the Project Administration for Eastown Road Phases 2 and 3.  By performing this service in-house, Allen County will realize a cost savings of $800,000. 
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
