MINUTES OF October 5, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 5th day of October, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Bart Mills led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the October 3, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #702-06.  Amend Resolution #686-06; authorize participation in the Ohio Department of Transportation’s Cooperative Purchasing Program for the Allen County Engineer’s Office.
On September 28, 2006 the Board adopted Resolution #686-06, authorizing the Allen County Engineer’s Office to participate in the Ohio Department of Transportation’s Cooperative Purchasing Program for CY’2006.  The Engineer’s Office has submitted written communication requesting that the resolution be amended to reflect that the participation be indefinitely and not for a specific period.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #703-06.  Appoint Nicole Ward as Assistant Clerk of the Board of County Commissioners of Allen County.
Upon the absence of the Clerk of the Allen County Board of Commissioners, an Assistant Clerk of the Board needs appointed to fulfill the duties of the Clerk.  The Board wishes to appoint Nicole Ward, Administrative Assistant, as Assistant Clerk of the Board of Allen County Commissioners effective October 6, 2006.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #704-06.  Authorize the Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the construction of the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department’s American II Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements Project.
Bradley T. Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, is seeking permission to advertise on October 6th, 13th, and 20th, 2006 to receive bids for the construction of the American II Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements Project.  Bids will be received until 11:00 a.m. on November 2, 2006 in the Allen County Commissioners Office.
Commissioner Reiff moved to remove the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was removed unanimously.
Resolution #705-06.  Authorize commitment of Repair Grant Funds for repairs to a property located on West Chapman Road in Bath Township.
The owner of a property located on West Chapman Road in Bath Township experienced a waterline break and lost access to public water service.  The owners have applied for and been found eligible for repair grant funds in the amount of $1,250.00, payable to Schenk Plumbing & Heating, who will be completing the repair work.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #706-06.  Authorize the Allen County Community Development Coordinator to advertise a request for qualifications and proposals for the FY’07 CDBG Programs.  
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, requested that the Board authorize him to advertise and directly solicit responses to a “Request for Qualifications and Proposals” for various technical and administrative service related to the CDBG FY’07 Program applications.  The requests will include the CDBG Formula and Housing Programs and related fair housing activities at administrative levels and configurations to be negotiated with the selected respondents and approved by the Board.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #707-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #708-06.  Authorize the filing of a petition for annexation of an owner of real property in American Township.
On October 3, 2006 the Clerk of the Board certified receipt of an annexation petition for territory consisting of approximately 8.666 acres, more or less located in American Township to the City of Lima.  Jerome J. Parker, Agent for the Petitioner, is requesting that the Board accept the petition for annexation to the City of Lima.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A. Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #709-06, authorize the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency to renew a contract with the West Central Ohio Regional Healthcare Alliance.    This contract provides services to the employees under the Employee Assistance Program for a period commencing October 9, 2006 through October 8, 2006, in an amount not to exceed $1,053.00 annually. 
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B. Allen County Sheriff’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request authorization to purchase four (4) new 2007 Police Cruisers.  Sheriff Beck stated that a few years ago, the department began to rotate four (4) vehicles from their fleet inventory each year.  Sheriff Beck also stated that by going through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program, this has saved the county approximately $1,500 to $1,600 per vehicle.  The unit price of each vehicle is $24,410.00 for a total cost of $97,640.00. 
C. Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #710-06, authorize adoption of revision to the Allen County Standard Construction Drawings.  Ron Meyer stated that the County Engineer’s Office has been working on revisions to the Allen County Standard Construction Drawings.    Most of the revisions are minor and consist of updates as this has not been done since the 1970’s.  There have also been some additions.   Some of the updated revisions consist of the following:  1)  adding two new Standard Drawings regard mailboxes; 2) heavy truck traffic; 3) pavement details and 4) pavement widening detail.  There have also been a few major revisions and one addition concerning utility locations and granular backfill.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Request to approve two (2) Temporary Highway Right-of-Way Easements for Eastown Road 


Improvement Project – Phase 2.  Mark Stockman stated that this is two of several that will come 


before the Board for approval.  Stockman believes that the landowners have been more 



cooperative with the easement process since the completion of Phase I.
