MINUTES OF OCTOBER 6, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 6th day of October, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer,  led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the October 4, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #612-05. Approve an animal claim. 
Said claim is in the amount of $100.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #613-05.  Authorize the submission of an application and environmental assessment documentation to the State of Ohio, Office of Housing and Community Partnerships, to participate in the Small Cities Community Development Block Grant Economic Development Program.

Beth Granger, Port Authority of Allen County, presented this request at the October 4, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #614-05.  Authorize the purchase of one (1) Community Warning Siren from Radio Hospital for the City of Delphos.

Russ Decker, Homeland Security/EMA Director, presented this request at the October 4, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #615-05.  Rescind Resolution #233-05, accept two (2) Warning Sirens from the City of Delphos.

Russ Decker, Homeland Security/EMA Director, presented this request at the October 4, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #616-05.  Authorize the purchase of an used Emergency Response Vehicle from the Elida Community Fire Company.

Russ Decker, Homeland Security/EMA Director, presented this request at the October 4, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #617-05.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.
Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request for the approval to enter into contract with Rosey Tisdale dba Tizzy’z Kidz Bizz Day Care for the provision of daycare services.  Said contract is effective from October 16, 2005 through June 30, 2006 in an amount not to exceed $65,000.00.

2. Request for the approval to enter into contract with Apollo Career Center for the provision of daycare provider training.  Said contract is effective from October 14, 2005 through June 30, 2006 in an amount not to exceed $1,760.00.

B. Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented the following request:
1.  Request for the Board of Allen County Commissioners to enter into a Wastewater Services Agreement with the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction.  This agreement is for the treatment of sewage generated by the Lima Correctional Institute and the Oakwood Correctional Facility.  The wastewater flow conditions are currently being charged based on user equivalency. Through this agreement, the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction will be receive a charge of $3.32 per thousand gallons for wastewater treated by the American-Bath Wastewater Treatment Plant as well a debt service fee.  

2.   Request to adopt Resolution #618-05, amend Resolution #599-05, declaring the necessity to construct the Allen East School Sewer Improvement Project and authorizing Clerk of Board to post notice for a public project hearing.  This amendment results in additional information needed per the Ohio Revised Code and changing the date of the public hearing from October 26, 2005 to November 9, 2005.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

         Rick Boerger, Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented the following request:

3.  Request authorization to employ a Lab Chemist I.  This is a request to employ Melanie Marshall 
  
 to the Lab Chemist position vacated by Matt Moyer who resigned in July, 2005.  Ms. Marshall 
  
 has a Master’s OF Sience Degree in the Environmental and Biology Sciences.

C.     Lisa Merkle, Director of the Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the following:

1.  Request to purchase additional equipment for the utilization of the Customer Call Center.   The agency currently receives approximately 20,000 to 21,000 calls per month through the Customer Call Center.  To use the ACD software, the agency is requesting to purchase a voice announcer, laser printer and modem at a total cost of $3,787.64.

2.   Request to purchase an amplifier and microphones for the 4th floor conference room.  The agency has received quoted for the purchase of an amplifier and microphones since the current system is no longer working.  The lowest quote received was from SCI Security at a cost of $2,364.82, which includes training and installation.

D.     Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:

         1.     Request for approval of an extension request for the FY’04 Formula Grant – BF-04-002-1.  This grant calls for construction completion by December 31, 2005.  Included in the grant projects if $100,000 for the Early Lutz Sewer Improvement Project.    Since construction will not begin until November, 2005 with an estimated completion of May, 2006, this is a request to extend the completion dated until August 31, 2006.
          2.    Request for approval of an extension request for the Fourth Street/Bowman Road Water & Sewer Facilities Grant BW-03-02-1.  This grant agreement calls for construction completion by December 31, 2005.  The construction should be completed by November 30, 2005, however, the completion of the laterals will not be possible by December 31, 2005.  This request is to extend the project for an additional six month for completion of the laterals.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, updated the Board on the reconstruction of Eastown Road – Phase I.  The Allentown Road intersection is completely done and open to traffic.  Eastown Road is not open to the south between Allentown and Market Street.  The next to the last segment of roadway just north of Lima Memorial Health Center is being constructed and should be complete by the end of October.   Piper advised that the intersection of Elm Street and Eastown Road is now a three-way stop for road construction.

Tim Piper also announced the promotion of Ronald J. Meyer II, to the position of Technology & Subdivision Engineer.  Meyer will review plans and oversee construction of all new subdivision developments in Allen County as well as work closely with RPC and its Developmental Controls Committee to make sure Allen County Standards have been met on subdivision developments.  He will also head up the technology within the department, which includes the updating of the engineer’s website. The Engineer’s Office is hoping to provide more information such as road and bridge closing information, snow removal updated, road paving alerts, etc. Meyer will also be in charge of maintaining the county’s GPS coordinate system for use in surveying and land transfers.  He will also be in charge of the county engineer’s microfilm and will look into getting the microfilmed information onto disks and onto the GIS website for availability to the public.

The Board also discussed their trip they took to Washington, DC on Wednesday, October 5, 2005.     The Joint Systems Manufacturing Center Administration & Engineering Building is in need of replacement as the building is 65 years old, not ADA compliant, not energy efficient and not large enough for present or future needs.  The Board met with Senator Mike Dewine’s Office, Senator George Voinovich and representatives from Milcon to discuss the construction of a new building for the Joint Systems Manufacturing Center Administration & Engineering Building.  Milcon provides funding for military structures and past record history shows that Allen County has never requested funding for same.  Allen County has applied to be accepted onto the five-year plan for future military funding for capital improvements.  If accepted, Allen County should receive at least partial funding from Milcon in the amount of approximately $500,000 this cycle and be fully funded in the next cycle in the amount of up to $14.5 million dollars for the requested administration and engineering building upgrade.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
