MINUTES OF October 10, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 10th day of October, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Chris Hardesty led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the October 5, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #712-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #713-06.  Appoint Michael Showalter to the Allen County Civic Center Board.

Mr. Showalter was appointed to a five-year term commencing September 27, 2006 to September 27, 2011.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #714-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035 to the R & I Fund 5435.

This is the transfer of $50,000 to fund equipment acquisition and repairs for the Sanitary Engineering Department.

Commissioner Reiff moved to remove the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was removed unanimously.
Resolution #715-06.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund 5035 to the Jackson Auglaize Sewer Project Fund 4006.

This is the advance of $50,000 to cover a portion of the construction costs for the Jackson Auglaize Sewer Project in anticipation of the receipt of loan proceeds.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #716-06.  Approve two (2) Temporary Highway Right-of-Way Easements for the Eastown Road Improvement Project – Phase 2.

Mark Stockman requested the approval of two (2) Temporary Highway Right-of-Way Easements for the Eastown Road Improvement Project – Phase 2 in the amounts of $656.00 and $2,108.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #717-06.  Accept the resignation of Susan Casemier as a Janitorial Technician of the Building and Grounds Department.

Ms. Casemier’s resignation shall be effective at the end of business on October 10, 2006.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Chris Hardesty, Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #718-06, authorize the extension of a lease agreement for one (1) 2003 John Deere Wheel Loader.    The Wheel Loader is primarily used for hauling salt in the winter and dirt in the summer.  The department was going to originally request to lease a new wheel loader for a period of three years at a cost of $21,530.00 annually.  In order to minimize expenses within the department, the engineer’s office has elected to extend the current lease for a one (1) year period at a cost of $8,000.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
