MINUTES OF OCTOBER 11, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. at the Lima City Council Chambers on the 11th day of October, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Derry Glenn led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the October 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #619-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #620-05.  Enter into a Sewage Treatment Agreement with the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation.

Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the October 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This agreement is for the treatment of wastewater from the Lima Correctional Institute and Oakwood Correctional Facility.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #621-05.  Authorize the employment of Melanie Marshall as a Lab Chemist in the Sanitary Engineering Department.

Rick Boerger, Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented this request at the October 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  The vacancy to this position is a result of the resignation of Matt Moyer in July, 2005.  Ms. Marshall shall begin employment effective October 17, 2005.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #622-05.  Authorize the submission of a request to the Ohio Department of Development for an extension of the CDBG-Economic Water and Sewer Grant.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the October 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  The request is for a six month extension to complete said project.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #623-05.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #624-05.  Authorize the submission of a request to the Ohio Department of Development for an extension of the CDBG-FY’04 Formula Grant.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the October 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  The request is for an extension date of August 31, 2006 to complete said project.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.
John Leahy representing the Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #625-05, accept Permanent and Temporary Easements for the Fourth Street/Bowman Road Sewer Improvement Project.   These easements are a result of appropriation cases that were filed and have now been settled.  This resolution involves four permanent easements and one temporary easement.  
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Howard Elstro, Director of Public Works, stated that this was the last day for State Issue II applications, thus being the 20th and final round of State Issue II funds.  There were eleven (11) applicants totaling $3.5 million dollars.  These monies can be used for the preservation and renovation of infrastructure projects throughout Allen County.  To date, $22 million dollars in nineteen rounds has been received by various public entities.  This has enabled $40 million dollars of improvements to be made to bridges, roads, sewers, waters systems, etc.  There is new legislation that will be introduced on the November ballot, that being State Issue I funds.  Two-thirds of the State Issue I funds will raise $2 billion dollars and be used similar to State Issue II funds.  The other thirds of the State Issue 1 funds will generate approximate $1.35 billion and will be used for job creation in high tech fields.  Mr. Elstro requested that the Board consider passing a resolution of support for the State Issue I funds.  Mr. Elstro also stated that two (2) ditch petitions will be filed with the Board in the near future, that being Lost Creek and the area on the west side of town near Koop Road.   Both proposed ditch projects have flooding problems, have not been cleaned for several years and are dysfunctional.
Theresa Adams, 5th Ward Council, stated that Lost Creek flooding has been a problem for several years.  The ditch has not been cleaned in over 80 years and in some points has become non-existent.  With the economic growth in the area, drainage problems have increased.   Derry Glenn, 6th Ward Council, concurred with Ms. Adams and stated that something needs to be done to fix the problem with Lost Creek ditch. 

Pat Smith, Allen County Museum, stated that she attended a conference over the week-end.  The Allen County Museum was recognized and received the History Outreach Excellence Award for their story about John VanDyke.  Ms. Smith was also elected President of the association. She also stated that the total estimated cost for the Allen County Museum Expansion Project is $4.2 million dollars.  The project is being broken down into two phases.  The committee is within $700,000 of their goal in order to begin Phase I.  Ms. Smith also stated that through the efforts of the Board of Allen County Commissioners, they were awarded $992,000 in a Transportation Enhancement Grant, which is designated for the Shea Locomotive Exhibition portion only, which is part of Phase II.  There are time restraints with this grant and before these monies can be used, Phase I needs to be completed.  Fundraising will continue for said project.
John Schneider, resident of Lima, touched on improving the quality of life in residential neighborhoods.

Mayor David Berger commented on the continuing working relationship between the City and County, most recently Lima Register and Milcor.  Mayor Berger is trying to schedule a meeting with representatives from Milcor yet this week and will be in touch accordingly.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
