MINUTES OF OCTOBER 13, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Resolution #626-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #627-05.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services to enter into contract with Apollo Career Center for the provision of Day Care Provider Training.

Lynn Shock, Director,  presented this request at the October 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This contract is for an amount not to exceed $1,760.00 effective October 14, 2005 through June 30, 2006.

Resolution #628-05.  Authorize the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency to purchase an amplifier and microphones from SCI Security.

Resolution #629-05.  Authorize the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency to purchase equipment for the Customer Call Center.

Lisa Merkle, Director of the Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented this request at the October 6, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This purchase includes a voice announcer, laser printer and modem in an amount not to exceed $3,787.64.

Resolution #630-05.  Approve the employment of Amy Kahle as a Part-Time Assistant Clerk at the Commissioner’s Office.
Ms. Kahle is being employed as a Part-Time Assistant Clerk effective October 21, 2005, subject to a 180 day probationary period.

Resolution #633-05.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services to enter into contract with Rosey Tisdale dba Tizzy’z Kidz Bizz Day Care for the provision of day care services.

With the new accounting/payroll system that is being implemented for the County, CSEA needs to have the capability of providing monthly, quarterly, etc. reports to the state.  Munis will provide software changes to the LedgerSuite Application.  These changes to the software will enable the current system to export a file into the new Munis system as well as customize the Auditor’s new forms in the PET system and update over 6,000 vendor numbers for the agency.  CSEA will assume the costs associated with the software changes but share the updates with Children Services and DJFS.  Maximus will provide these services at a cost of $2,000.00. 
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
       2.       Request to adopt Resolution #632-05, authorize the purchase of a Dell Notebook Computer and 
Projector.

This will be purchased through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program at a cost not to 
exceed $3,294.82.
