MINUTES OF October 17, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 17th day of October, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Ron Meyer led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the October 10, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #719-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #720-06.  Resolution authorizing the issuance of $1,000,000 of Sewer System Improvement Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2006.
It is necessary to issue and sell bonds of Allen County in the total sum of $1,000,000 for the purpose of providing funds to improve the County sewer system by constructing and installing the Jackson-Auglaize Sewer Improvement Project and the Perry Schools Sewer Improvement Project, together with the cost of financing and legal services.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #721-06.  Resolution authorizing the issuance of $700,000 of Road Improvement Bond Anticipation Notes (Thayer Road Project).
Allen County Bonds will be issued and sold in the principal sum of $700,000 for the purpose of providing funds to improve Thayer Road in Allen County, together with the cost of financing and legal services.
Commissioner Reiff moved to remove the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was removed unanimously.
Resolution #722-06.  Resolution authorizing the issuance of $1,700,000 of Various Purpose Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2006.
These Various Purpose Bonds are necessary to for the purpose of providing funds to improve the County Sewer System and improve the County Roadways.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #723-06.  Resolution to abolish the Judicial Corrections Board and transfer governing authority to a Facilities Governing Board.
Allen County is a member of the Western Ohio Regional Treatment and Habilitation Center (W.O.R.T.H.), a community based corrections facility located at 243 Bluelick Road.  A Judicial Advisory Board of W.O.R.T.H. has adopted a resolution establishing the number of members of the Facilities Governing Board at nine (9) members, six (6) appointed by that Board and three (3) to be appointed by the Boards of County Commissioners.  The following three (3) persons have been recommended by the Judicial Corrections Board along with the Board of Allen County Commissioners for the appointment to the W.O.R.T.H. Center Facilities Governing Board:  Kimberly M. Switzer – Initial Three (3) year term;  Mary Ankney  - Initial Two (2) year term and Steven L. Diller – Initial One (1) year term.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #724-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Children’s Trust Fund #8077.
A request for this supplemental has been received from Mary Early, Family & Children First Council, for the Children’s Trust Fund #8077 with an original appropriation amount of $33,666.10 and a new appropriation amount of $33,896.10 for an increase of $230.00.  This supplemental is necessary to cover reimbursement to state for unexpected fund 2006 and refund to program due to over-reimbursement.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #725-06.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.

Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the Board authorize a transfer from the General Fund in the amount of $12,229.13 for the Ottawa River Stream Enhancement Project advertising costs.

Commissioner Sneary moved to remove the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was removed unanimously.
Resolution #726-06.  Resolution to enter into a Letter of Agreement with the North Central Ohio Solid Waste Management District.

The Board of Directors of the North Central Ohio Solid Waste Management District has approved funding for the additional planning costs that may be necessary to include solid waste management issues in the emergency preparedness plans proposed by local board of health or emergency management agencies or by Allen County.  Allen County is eligible to receive up to $15,000.00 in District funding for solid waste planning issues in emergency response plans.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #727-06.  Approve a five (5) day suspension of an employee at the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services.
Lynn Shock, Director, has requested that the Board authorize a five (5) day suspension of an employee due to failure of good behavior, neglect of duty and unprofessional behavior.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.  Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to set date, time and place of the Reconvened Final Hearing for Pike Run Petitioned Ditch #1150.  On March 20, 1990, the Board passed Resolution #207-90 instructing the County Engineer to make the necessary survey, plans, profiles and an estimate of the cost of the proposed improvement of the Pike Run Petitioned Ditch #1150.  The County Engineer has completed those duties and now it is necessary to schedule the Reconvened Final Hearing for this project which will be held on November 14, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. at the Senior Citizens Bingo Hall, 3400 West Elm Street, Lima, Ohio.
2. Request to set date, time and place for the establishment of Kill Road, Marion Township.  The Allen County Engineer’s Tax Map Office have made a serious search to find any existing records on Kill Road from Landeck Road to State Road and no records were found.  Therefore, the Allen County Engineer’s Office is requesting that the Commissioners establish the centerline and right-of-way width for Kill Road, per Section 5553.04 of the Ohio Revised Code.  The view will be held on November 16, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. at the said section of Kill Road and the hearing will be held on December 12, 2006 at 11:00 a.m. at the Office of the Allen County Commissioners.
3. Request to authorize the Clerk of the Board to advertise and post notice to receive bids for the Girl Scouts of Appleseed Ridge, Inc. Petitioned Ditch #1237 Project.  The bid opening for this project will be held on November 7, 2006 at 11:00 a.m. in the Allen County Commissioners Office.
4. Request to accept bid and enter into contract for the construction of the Earl Gaskill Single County Ditch #1229.  Out of five (5) bids received for the said project, Brenneman Excavating, Inc. was the lowest responsive bidder, with a bid amount of $139,946.00.  The Allen County Engineer’s Office is requesting that the Board accept this bid and enter into contract with Brenneman Excavating, Inc. for the construction and materials necessary for the Earl Gaskill Ditch #1229.

B. Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to accept Change Order #4 with Charles Construction Services, Inc. for the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project.  The contractor has presented Change Order #4 for the following work to be completed:  paint exhaust fans, ceiling height changes, extend walls, construct bulkheads, add vertical blinds to offices, tyvek replacement, add bollards, gas meter and condenser unit, add fire extinguishers, additional plantings and river rock, add wood base, add floor tile, replace kitchen cabinet and remove accent tile and replace main color tile.  This change order will result in a new increase of $25,323.39 for a total new contract price of $2,233,721.85.

2. Request to accept Change Order #3 with Sidney Electric Company for the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project.  The contractor has presented Change Order #3 for an increase to the contract in the amount of $2,380.00 for extra costs associated with adding can lights to private offices.  This change order will result in a new contract price of $389,188.00.
3. Request to accept Change Order #2 (Final) with Gast Plumbing & Heating, Inc. for the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project.  The contractor has presented Change Order #2 for the Plumbing & Fire Protection portion for an increase to the contract of $4,418.00 to install extra airline to accommodate workspace.  This change order would result in a new contract price $262,023.00.
4. Request to accept Change Order #3 and #4 with Gast Plumbing & Heating, Inc. for the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project.  The contractor has presented Change Order #3 and #4 for the HVAC portion of the contract for an increase of $4,940.00 to install Co-Ray-Vac to Service Bay 110 (Change Order #3) and to lower duct and three diffusers on DOAS unit (Change Order #4).  This change order would result in a new contract price of $203,642.77.

C. Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request to enter into contract with Theresa Henry dba Maljadlee Tender Care for day care services.  This contract will be effective from October 22, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $65,000.00.
