MINUTES OF OCTOBER 18, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 18th day of October, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Russ Decker, Director of EMA/Homeland Security, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Action Items:
Resolution #634-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #635-05.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #636-05.  Supplemental appropriation for the Bath Township Ditch #1169. 

This is an increase in the appropriation of $32, 018.70 for repayment of monies advanced.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #637-05.  Approve a one (1) day suspension of an employee at the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services.

This is upon the recommendation of Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services.  Said suspension is effective Wednesday, November 2, 2005 between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #638-05.  Approve a one (1) day suspension of an employee at the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services.

This is upon the recommendation of Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services.  Said suspension is effective Tuesday, November 1, 2005 between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #639-05.  Authorize the re-appointment of members to the North Central Ohio Solid Waste Policy Committee.

This is the re-appointment of members representing the County, City, Township, Health District, a Waste Generator and two (2) from the Public Sector.  Said term is to commence November 1, 2005 and expire October 31, 2007.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #640-05.  Enter into a lease agreement with Norman Capps for agricultural purposes.

This is the lease of 21.76 acres located in the Industrial Park – Village of Fort Shawnee.  Said lease is for a period of five (5) years commencing October 18, 2005 and ending on December 31, 2009.  The annual rent for calendar year 2005 is $1.00; the annual rent for calendar year 2006 shall be $40.00 per farmable acre; and for all calendar years thereafter, the annual rent shall be $85.00 per farmable acre.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #641-05.  Enter into the journal the filing of a Type 2 Annexation Petition and Plat of real property in Bath Township to the City of Lima.

A Type 2 – Expedited petition was re-filed in the Board of County Commissioner’s Office on October 13, 2005 for territory consisting of approximately 5.556 acres located in Bath Township to be annexed to the City of Lima.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
