MINUTES OF OCTOBER 20, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 20th day of October, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Chris Hardesty, County Engineer’s Office, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the October 18, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #642-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.  Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #643-05, amend Resolution #76-03 and appoint Timothy J. Piper to the District 13 Integrating Committee.  There is an Ohio Public Work District 13 Integrating Committee that reviews State Issue II funding.  The committee is comprised of a representative from the county, city and township.  Due to the death of Wayne Gerdeman, former Allen County Engineer, it is being recommended that Tim Piper be appoint to fill the unexpired term and appoint Mark Stockman, Chief Deputy Engineer, as the alternate.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.   Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #644-05, authorize the Department of Job and Family Services to enter into contract with Apollo Career Center for the purchase of math refresher courses.  These courses are being made available to those interested in applying for jobs at Procter & Gamble.  Apollo is offering five – three hour courses at a cost of $30.00 per class.  WIA/TANF qualified will be reimbursed.   This is also being offered to other counties within the region, in which the county will receive reimbursement from those counties.  Said contract is effective October 24, 2005 through March 31, 2006 in an amount not to exceed $36,000.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, announced that $2.8 million dollars in additional funding has been obtained for Phase 2 and 3 of the Eastown Road Project.  Phase 2 is from Allentown Road north to Elida Road and Phase 3 is the extension of Eastown south to SR 117.  The county engineer had requested additional funding from the County Engineer’s Association of Ohio from its County Surface Transportation Program (CSTP) committee for the construction of the 2nd and last phases of Eastown Road.   An additional $1,557,440 was approved for Phase 2 and an additional $621,146 was approved for the last phase.  Combined with previous CSTP funds, the total amount now being funded from federal funds through the CSTP committee is $7,597,586 for the last two phases.    The county has requested and received an additional $637,371 of federal funds administered by the Lima-Allen County Regional Planning Commission for purchasing right-of-way for the Eastown Road Extension between Elm Street and Spencerville Road.  This additional funding brings the total amount of $3,425,835 being funded by the Lima-Allen County Regional Planning Commission’s federal funds for all phases of Eastown Road.  The additional $2.8 million dollars of funding brings the total amount of outside funding for the last two phases of Eastown Road to $9,914,957 or 72% of the total cost of the two phases.   

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
