MINUTES OF October 24, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 24th day of October, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, Administrative Assistant Nicole Ward and Assistant Clerk of the Board, Amy Kahle.
Douglass S. Degen led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the October 19, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #747-06.  Accept Change Order #1 from Bluffton Paving, Inc. for the County & Township Roads Resurfacing-06 Project.
The Board approved Resolution #428-06, dated June 27, 2006 to enter into an agreement with Bluffton Paving, Inc. for the County & Township Roads Resurfacing-06 Project in the amount of $125,401.79.  Bluffton Paving has submitted Change Order #1 to supply an additional 48.5 C.Y. of 404 Asphalt Concrete, which will result in a $4,578.40 increase to the original contract amount.  David Louth, Roadway Engineer, has reviewed the said change order and has found all to be in good order.  This change order will bring the total contract amount to $129,980.19.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #748-06.  Approve a revision to the Comprehensive Roadway Map.
Chris Hardesty, County Engineer’s Operations Manager, has requested that the Board approve a revision to the Comprehensive Roadway Map for the purpose of using permissive tax money.  The requested revision would add Elm Street from Main Street to Redwood Street, a distance of 1560 feet; Redwood Street from Elm Street to 1st Street, a distance of 375 feet; and 1st Street from Redwood Street to Main Street, a distance of 1560 feet.  This request originally came from the Village of Cairo.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #749-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Engineer Fund #2002.
A request for this supplemental was received from the Allen County Engineer’s Office for the Engineer’s Fund #2002 with an original appropriation amount of $388,058.94 and a new appropriation amount of $438,058.94 for an increase of $50,000.00.  This supplemental is needed to appropriate additional funds for the remainder of the year.
Commissioner Reiff moved to remove the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was removed unanimously.
Resolution #750-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the EMA Fund #2091.
A request for this supplemental was received from the Allen County Emergency Management Agency for the EMA Fund #2091 with an original appropriation amount of $20,000.00 and a new appropriation amount of $28,975.00 for an increase of $8,975.00.  This supplemental is needed to appropriate additional funds for the remainder of the year to end the project.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #751-06.  Intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
A request for this transfer was received from Barbara Showalter, Accounts Payable Clerk in the Commissioners Office.  $5,000.00 is being transferred from the Courthouse-Contracts & Services account to the Building & Grounds-Museum-Contract & Services account to pay bills through the end of the year.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #752-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Jail Maintenance Fund #5847 and the General Fund #1001.
A request for this supplemental was received from Becky Saine, County Administrator.  The supplemental for the Jail & Maintenance Fund #2847 has an original appropriation amount of $0.00 and a new appropriation of $25,000.00 for an increase of $25,000.00.  This supplemental is for renovation design.  The supplemental for the General Fund #1001 has an original appropriation amount of $500,000.00 and a new appropriation amount of $571,714.36 for an increase of $71,714.36.  This supplemental is needed for gas, oil and food.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #753-06.  Authorize the re-appointment of Jerry Good and James Meredith to the Allen County Regional Airport Authority Board.
Cindy Pyles, Secretary Treasurer of the Allen County Regional Airport Authority, is requesting that the Board re-appoint Jerry D. Good and James E. Meredith to the Allen County Regional Airport Authority Board for a five year term commencing November 1, 2006 and expiring October 31, 2011.
Commissioner Sneary moved to remove the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was removed unanimously.
Resolution #754-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.  Allen County Engineer’s Office, Douglass Degen, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #755-06, set date, time and place for the Final Hearing for the Joint County Petitioned Ditch #1224-Flat Fork Creek.  On April 13, 2006, the Joint Board of County Commissioners, including Allen, Van Wert and Putnam Counties, passed Resolution #252-06 which set the date, time and place for the Final Hearing of Flat Fork Creek Petitioned Ditch #1224.  Since that time, it has been determined that additional evaluation was required.  The Allen County Engineer’s Office has received the results of the soil testing to complete the Engineer’s Estimate and is now ready to schedule the final hearing which will be on November 28, 2006 @ 1:00 p.m. at the Fraternal Order of Eagles, 1600 East Fifth Street, Delphos, OH 45833.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

B. Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Office, Bradley T. Niemeyer, presented the following:

1.  Request to adopt Resolution #756-06, reschedule the bid opening date for the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department’s American II Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements Project.  A request has been received from Bradley T. Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, requesting to amend Resolution #704-06, to change the bid opening date from November 2, 2006 to November 8, 2006 @ 11:00 a.m. in the Allen County Commissioners Office.  Normally for a project this size, six weeks is provided for plan review and bid submission.  Due to time constraints with the Ohio EPA funding program the original time frame for plan review and bid submission was set for four weeks.  During the pre-bid meeting, there were several requests from participating general contractors to add one week to the bid opening date to allow additional time to review the plans and develop more competitive bid numbers.  In turn the consulting project engineer contacted Ohio EPA and negotiated additional time for the loan funding process that would not jeopardize our participation in the program.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
