MINUTES OF OCTOBER 25, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 25th day of October, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Amy Kahle, Assistant Clerk, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the October 13, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted with Commissioner Reiff abstaining from the vote.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the October 20, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted with Commissioner Bassitt abstaining from the vote.

Action Items:
Resolution #645-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #646-05.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers for various departments.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #647-05.  Authorize the renewal of the Allen County Employees Optical Care with Vision Service Plan.  

This is a renewal of rates for a period beginning January 1, 2006 through December 31, 2007.  
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #648-05.  Accept payment from County Risk Sharing Authority for fire-related damages at the Prosecutors and Diversion Services Department Offices located at 1850 Spencerville Road.

This claim is for a loss in the amount of $141,795.79 less $2,500.00 deductible for an insured loss of $139,295.79.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #649-05.  Supplemental appropriation to the Repairs Equipment Fund.

This is an increase in the appropriation of $3,047.50 to repairs for a new appropriation of $10,897.82.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Lisa Merkle, Director of the Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #650-05, authorize the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency to renew a contract with Paul Basinger for service of process of summons on Title IV-D cases.  Mr. Basinger will act as an investigator/process server to locate absent parents and serve summons for Title IV-D cases in the Allen County Common Pleas and Juvenile Courts.  Said agreement shall be effective October 27, 2005 through October 26, 2006 at a cost not to exceed $25,000.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2. Request to adopt Resolution #651-05, authorize the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency to renew a contract with Mark Ladd for service of process of summons on Title IV-D cases.  Mr. Ladd will act as an investigator/process server to locate absent parents and serve summons for Title IV-D cases in the Allen County Common Pleas and Juvenile Courts.  Said contract shall be effective November 12, 2005 through November 11, 2005 at a cost not to exceed $10,000.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.   Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #652-05, commit funds for homebuyer assistance for a property located on Southwood Drive.  The homeowner has secured financing through the Union Bank, has completed the homeowner’s classes at LACCA and is qualified for the program.  The sales price and appraisal are $70,000 for an eligible down payment assistant amount of $7,000.  After inspection by the Housing Specialist, it was determined that there were minor repairs to home that need to be addressed to meet the grant requirements.  Mr. Wells requested a commitment of up to $25,000 for down payment and rehab repairs.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
C.   Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

       1.    Request to seek funding for a one-year note with a prepayment option in the total amount of $3,120,000.  This note will be broken down into three (3) components with the first being the Findlay Road Phase II Sewer Improvement Project.   The project is under construction with a total estimated cost of $670,000, including $580,000 for construction, $74,000 for engineering and $16,000 for easements and miscellaneous expenses.  The Sanitary Sewer District has contributed or advanced funds to cover expenses of said project in the amount of $165,000 leaving approximately $505,000 to be generated by debt.  The second component is the American II Wastewater Treatment Plant – Design Costs.  The design phase for the replacement of the American II WWTP is expected to cost approximately $850,000, in which $290,000 has been advanced from the District’s Surplus Fund pending financing arrangement that the District is pursuing through the Ohio EPA Water Pollution Control Fund for both design and construction.    The funding will probably not be available until the first quarter of 2006.  Mr. Wells would like to seek financing totaling $515,000 for this project.  Once EPA funds are available, the debt would be paid down with the new, 1% EPA loan.  The third component is the Inflow & Infiltration Elimination mandated project.  This project has been funded by the District’s Surplus Fund to date at approximately $600,000.  Estimated expenses for the balance of 2005 and 2006 are $1,500,000 for a total of $2,100,000.
