MINUTES OF OCTOBER 27, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 27th day of October, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the October 25, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #653-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #654-05.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #655-05.  Authorize a warrant of transfer for a partial repayment of an advance made to the Bath Township Ditch #1169.

This is a partial repayment of an advance made from the general fund to the Bath Township Ditch #1169.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #656-05.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds to the Allentown Sewer fund.

This is the advancement of funds in the amount of $25,000.00 from the Sanitary Engineering Surplus to the Allentown Road Sewer.  This is necessary to cover a portion of the bond payment for December for said project due to shortage of assessment collections for the period stemming from agricultural deferments and limited tap fees.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Dick Morrisey, Kuck & Morrisey, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #657-05, accept final plat for Kingswood Village #3 in Shawnee Township.   Kingswood Village #3 is located at the north end of McClintock Lake.  This developed area has been vacant since 1970.   The Lima-Allen County Regional Planning Commission and the Allen County Engineer’s Office have reviewed and approved said plat.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented a 10-year Capital Needs Assessment and Capital Improvement Program report for the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department.  The report is a result of mandated regulatory issues, deteriorating infrastructure and the growth/development of the sewer district.  Sanitary sewer rates will increase from the current rate of $75 per quarter to $155 per quarter by year 2015.    It is being proposed for October, November, and December 2005 to increase rates from $25 per month to $31 per month, which will be billed in February 2006.  Some of the projects that are addressed in the report are as follows:
Shawnee No. 2 Wastewater Treatment Plant – New sludge treatment facilities and additional sludge storage capacity – Cost of construction - $4,000,000

American No. 2 Wastewater Treatment Plant Reconstruction – The plant is currently .80 MGD activated sludge treatment plant.  The plant is currently complying with OEPA wastewater discharge permit limits; however, the plant has demonstrated difficulties adjusting to increased flows and fluctuating wastewater strengths.  Cost of construction - $8,000,000

Village of Westminster Wastewater Improvement Area –  Proposed collection system and new treatment plant – Cost of construction - $2,000,000 (Treatment Plant) and $1,600,000 (Collection System)
Shawnee Sewer Sub-District Stormwater Infiltration/Inflow Remediation – Excessive storm water is causing the collection system to backup and divert storm water to sanitary sewer overflows.  The rehabilitation phase will consist of sanitary sewer mainline and manhole replacement and/or rehabilitation,  property owner notice to disconnect sump pump, foundation drains, and other sources of storm water from the sanitary sewer and replacement/rehabilitation of private property service laterals.  Estimated cost to complete these projects is $10,500,000.

American-Bath Sewer Sub-District Stormwater Infiltration/Inflow Remediation - Excessive storm water is causing the collection system to backup and divert storm water to sanitary sewer overflows.  The rehabilitation phase will consist of sanitary sewer mainline and manhole replacement and/or rehabilitation,  property owner notice to disconnect sump pump, foundation drains, and other sources of storm water from the sanitary sewer and replacement/rehabilitation of private property service laterals.  Estimated cost to complete these projects is $1,300,000.

Shawnee Sewer Sub-District Trunk Sewer Reconstruction – This project will consist in the replacement of approximately three (3) miles of 21-inch sanitary trunk sewer with a 48-inch sewer.  This will allow additional growth and development in the sewer sub-district and be used as equalization of storm water infiltration/inflow during rain events.    Sanitary sewer rates will be required to pay back debt incurred for this project.  

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Bassitt moved to adjourn. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
