MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 3, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 3rd day of November, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Roman Salyer led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the November 1, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #666-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #667-05.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers.
This is the transfer of $18,750 to correct an error of not carrying over a contract purchase order for a 4th quarter payment to R.T.A.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #668-05.  Authorize the issuance of $3,120,000 of Sewer System Improvement Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2005, Allen County, Ohio.
This is a combined note consisting of $505,000 for the Findlay Road Phase II Sewer Improvement Project, $515,000 for the American II Wastewater Treatment Plant and $2,100,000 for improvements to eliminate overflows generated by inflow and infiltration of storm waster into the County’s sanitary sewer system.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #669-05.  Approve the promotion of Crystal Balo to Administrative Assistant within the Commissioner’s Office.

Ms. Balo has met educational requirements and through the promotion, will take on additional responsibilities within the office.  
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #670-05.  Authorize the probationary removal of an employee at the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request to enter into contract with First Baptist Daycare to purchase outdoor play equipment using Day Care Quality finding.  Said contract shall be effective November 9, 2005 through June 30, 2006 in an amount not to exceed $6,500.00.

2. Request to adopt Resolution #671-05, authorize the reclassification of Clerical Specialist 3 to Unit Support Worker 2.  This is a request for the Board of County Commissioners to declare an emergency and authorize the reclassification of a position from a Clerical Specialist 3 to a Unit Support Worker 2 and the creation of a new position classified as a Unit Support Worker 2.  These actions are necessary because since the new state budget went into effect, the Department of Administrative Services has refused to acknowledge or act on any personnel actions that have been sent to them from the agency.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
3. Request to adopt Resolution #672-05, authorize to enter into a contract with ABC 123 Daycare.  This contract shall be effective from November 6, 2005 through June 30, 2006 in an amount not to exceed $65,000.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.   Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to certify unpaid sewer bills for 2005 tax collection and unpaid debt service charges for the Village of Cairo.   Bruce Wells, Business Manager, stated that this is for unpaid customer billings due for the third and fourth quarters of 2004 and the first and second quarters of 2005.  The amounts being certified are as follows:  Sewer service charges are $233,233.75 and the Village of Cairo debt service - $6,512.00.  These amounts for are down from last year’s certifications.
2. Request to enter into a contract for engineering services for the American II Wastewater Treatment Plant Project – Final Design.  Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented a request to enter into contract with Arcadis – FPA, Inc. for engineering services to the complete the final design of the American II Wastewater Treatment Plant Project at a cost not to exceed $565,000.00.
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
