MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 7, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 7th day of November, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Bruce Wells led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the November 2, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #785-06.  Approve two (2) Temporary Highway Right-of-Way Easements for the Eastown Road Improvement Project Phase 2.
Mark Stockman, Allen County Engineer’s Office, is requesting that the Board approve 2 Easements from SR 81 to SR 309 as follows:

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #786-06.  Accept Addendum No. 1 to the agreement with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. for Engineering Services for Eastown Road Improvement Project Phase 2.
Resolution #633-04, dated May 20, 2004, authorized the Board to enter into an agreement with Kohli & Kaliher for the Eastown Road Improvement Project Phase 2 for an amount not to exceed $273,889.00.  Kohli & Kaliher have submitted Addendum #2 to the agreement for an increase to the contract in the amount of $24,925.00.  Addendum #2 is needed due to the fact that it is now required to minimize storm water erosion during and after construction is completed on Eastown Road.  The new contract sum will be $302,914.00 to include Post Construction Storm Water Best Management Practices in the construction plans.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #787-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #788-06.  Grant a Subordination Agreement to the Citizens National Bank of Bluffton for a Community Housing Improvement Program Mortgage.
The Board of Allen County Commissioners is the owner and holder of certain mortgage on a property located on Thurman Street in Bluffton, Ohio and owner of a promissory note securing the said mortgage.  A condition of the mortgage is that Citizen’s National Bank intends to loan the property buyer $10,000 at an interest rate of 6.50% for a period of five years.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #789-06.  Authorize commitment of CDBG Private Rehab Funds for a property on Breese Road in Perry Township.
The owner of the property on Breese Road has applied for and has been found to qualify for CDBG Private Owner Rehab Funds.  Two (2) bids were received for repairing a water line, meter and lead testing.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Director is recommending that the Board accept the bid from DDC Rehab in the amount of $31,638 for the repair work to be completed.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #790-06.  Commit funds for Homebuyer Assistance for a property on Center Street in American Township.
The owner of a property located on Center Street has applied for and been found to qualify for Community Housing Improvement Program, Homebuyer Assistance.  The Board previously committed CDBG Homebuyer Assistance/Rehab funds for the purchase and rehab for the property on Center Street in the amount of $17,000.  Additional funding for the project to cover the cost of rehab and related lead inspection expenses would raise the total required commitment from $17,000 to $27,310 and is being recommended by Bruce Wells, Coordinator.  The funding would come from the Ohio Department of Development through Allen County’s FY’04 Community Housing Improvement Program (CHIP) and Program Income and required.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #791-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund #5035 to the Findlay Road Phase II Sewer Project Fund #4594.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the sanitary Engineer has requested that the Board approve a transfer from Fund #5035 to Fund #4594 in the amount of $5,000.00 for a portion of the department contribution to the sewer improvement project.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Office, Bruce Wells, presented the following:

1. Request to certify delinquent sewer service charges to the Allen County Auditor’s Office for collection.  Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, supplied a copy of the delinquent accounts on file in the Auditor’s Office and the Sanitary Engineering Department, with the recommendation they be certified for collection to the Allen County Auditor.  The total service charges for these delinquent bills total $301,035.92 and the delinquent debt service amounts for the Village of Cairo total $7,088.00 for a grand total of $308,123.92.  These amounts represent unpaid customer billings due for the third and fourth quarters of 2005 and the first and second quarters of 2006.  The requested certification reflects an increase in base sewer rates for three of the four quarters covered.  The delinquency as a percentage of the total billings typically runs between six and seven percent of total billings.  
2. Request funding for the Allen County Airport Authority.  Bruce Wells stated that a verbal commitment from JPMorgan Chase Bank is in place to take care of the new funding for the Allen County Airport.  A few of the potential note details are available at this time.  The initial note will be for an amount of $435,000 @ a 4.6% rate fixed for five years.  Payments amortized over fifteen years, interest payable semi-annually and principal annually.  Total annual payment would be $39,295; this would pay off the existing note balance of $132,000 and provide $300,000 to the Airport Authority.  $3,000 is needed to cover any costs associated with bond counsel and the close out interest payment on the existing note.  This includes an agreement between the Airport and the Commissioners regarding payments.  Supplemental appropriations are needed to the Note Principal ($132,000) and Interest & Fiscal Charges ($3,000) lines as well as to a new account that is being set up to facilitate the payment of the new loan proceeds to the Airport ($300,000).  Estimated revenue from Note Proceeds will need to be increased by $435,000.  The proposed funding is needed to replace 18 hangars that were damaged in June of 2006 due to a wind storm.  Two additional hangars are going to be added along with refurbishing Row B and restoring a hangar in Row A.  These improvements will offer rentals for new hangars at competitive rates.
