MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 8, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 8th day of November, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Roy Hollenbacher, Bath Township Trustee, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the November 8, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #673-05. Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #674-05.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035 to the Fourth Street/Bowman Road Sewer Improvement Project Fund 4003.

This is the transfer of $450,000 to cover a current contractor payment for the project while awaiting receipt of grant funds and note proceeds.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #675-05.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services to enter into contract with First Baptist Day Care to purchase outdoor play equipment using Day Care Quality Funding.

Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services, presented this request at the November 3, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  This contract is not to exceed $6,500.00 and shall be effective November 9, 2005 through June 30, 2006.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #676-05.  Authorize the certification of delinquent sewer service charges to the Allen County Auditor’s Office for collection. 
Bruce Wells, Business Manager, presented this request at the November 3, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  The amount being certified is $233,233.75 to be collected with the 2005 real estate taxes.  This amount reflects delinquent service charges that cover the third and fourth quarters of 2004 and the first and second quarters of 2005.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #677-05.  Authorize the certification of delinquent debt service charges for Ciaro to the Allen County Auditor’s Office for collection.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, presented this request at the November 3, 2005 Agenda Meeting.  The amount being certified is $6,512.00 to be collected with the 2005 real estate taxes.  This amount reflects delinquent service charges that cover the third and fourth quarters of 2004 and the first and second quarters of 2005.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #678-05.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
This is the transfer of $575.00 within the Dog & Kennel Fund to cover unanticipated vehicle repairs.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #679-05.  Consideration of a petition of a Type 2 annexation in Bath Township to the City of Lima.
Roy Hollenbacher, Bath Township Trustee, stated that the Trustees attempted to work with the City of Lima for the Type 2 annexation.   Both parties were unable to come to an agreement as it related to the annexation.  Hollenbacher further stated that the City was never available to meet and if they were, it was for a few minutes.  Comments were made by Hollenbacher, Commissioner Sneary and Commissioner Reiff as to the City of Lima’ outdated zoning and that this is in much need of updating.  The Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus, then read into record a letter that was received from the County Engineer dated     November 2, 2005 as it related to the annexation.  The letter was in reference to not annexing the entire road right-of-way (Section 709.033 of the Ohio Revised Code).  Piper stated that there is no legal way to deny the annexation.  The law creates a maintenance problem as to there being no mandatory requirements that they have to annex all of the land.  He stated that there are 3 of the 4 sides not being annexed, however, ¾ of the traffic from the businesses will be coming out on either a state highway or township roads.  Piper stated that the county needs to work with the state legislatures to change the law and ruling to the above referenced Seciton of the Ohio Revised Code and also requested an interpretation by the Prosecutor as to the above reference Section.
Commissioner Reiff moved to grant the annexation and adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Brion Rhodes, Bride Engineer, presented the following:

1. Request to remove the 5 ton gross load limit posting on the Bliss Road Bridge located over the Auglaize River and authorize the bridge to be posted “Road Closed”.  The floor beam connections have deteriorated to the point where the bridge needs to be closed.  The “Road Closed” posting shall remain in effect until further notice.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt Resolution #680-05.   Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2. Request to remove the “Road Closed” posting on Bice Road Bridge over the Auglaize River in Amanda Township.   This road has been reconstructed with 100% federal funds in the amount of $563,000.00. 
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt Resolution #681-05.   Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
