MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 9, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 9th day of November, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Doug Jenkin led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the November 7, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #792-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #793-06.  Intradepartmental transfers for the Commissioner’s and the Auditor’s Office.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the Board approve a transfer in the General Fund #1001 in the amount of $550.00 from Municipal Court Salary-Officials to Municipal Court-Medicare accounts to cover a shortage.  Tony Stechschulte, Auditor’s Office, has requested a transfer in the amount of $7,438.47 in the Indigent Defense Accounts to pay attorney fees for the month of November.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #794-06.  Intradepartmental transfers for the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s and the Veteran’s Office.
Michael Nolte, Veteran’s Office, has requested a transfer in the amount of $4,200.00 in the General Fund to finish payroll for the remainder of 2006.  Bruce Wells, Sanitary Engineer’s Office, has requested a transfer in the amount of $40,000.00 in the Sewer Fund #5034 to address an anticipated shortfall in the Salaries-Bargaining Unit Accounts.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #795-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Family and Children First Council.
Mary Early, FCFC Director, has requested the Board approve a supplemental appropriation for the Help Me Grow Fund #8075 with an original appropriation amount of $216,572.00 and a new appropriation amount of $256,572.00 for an increase of $40,000.00.  This supplemental is needed to facilitate the payment of additional obligations.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #796-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Sanitary Engineer’s Office.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board approve a supplemental appropriation for Fund #4480 with an original appropriation amount of $3,100.00 and a new amount of $3,535.00 for an increase of $435.00 and for Fund #4400 with an original appropriation amount of $19,300.00 and a new appropriation amount of $22,800.00 for an increase of $3,500.00.  Both of these supplementals are needed to facilitate the repayment of the interest on bonds and sundry items.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #797-06.  Certify delinquent debt service charges for the Village of Cairo.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer’s Office, has provided a copy of the delinquent debt service accounts for the Village of Cairo.  The debt service charges cover the third and fourth quarters of 2005 and the first and second quarters 2006.  These service charges total $7,088.00 and are to be collected with the 2006 real estate taxes, per ORC 6117.02
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #798-06.  Certify delinquent sewer service charges to the Allen County Auditor’s Office for collection.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has given a copy of all delinquent sewer service accounts that are on file in the Auditor’s Office and the Sanitary Engineering Department to the Commissioners.  These delinquent accounts cover the third and fourth quarters of 2005 and the first and second quarters of 2006.  These service charges total $301,035.92 and will be collected with the 2006 real estate taxes per ORC 6117.02.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #799-06.  Accept payment from CORSA for damages to the Allen County Airport and the Allen County Fairgrounds.

The Board has received payments from CORSA for damages to the Allen County Airport and the Allen County Fairgrounds as a result of the windstorm damage, Claim No:  0110016206 in the amount of $545,705.00 and Claim No: 0110016622 in the amount $24,646.76.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Allen County Engineer’s Office, Chris Hardesty, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #800-06, allocate and encumber funds for the Village of Elida.  Chris received a request from James Shrider, Village of Elida Administrator, seeking funds be allocated and encumbered from the motor vehicle permissive tax fund in the amount of $8,621.00.  These funds will be used to pay a portion of their road program expenses.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.  Becky Saine, Allen County Commissioners, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #801-06, enter into contract with seven (7) deputies’ from the Allen County Sheriff’s Office.  Lisa Merkle, Director, is requesting that the Board authorize the CSEA to enter into contract with seven (7) deputies from the Allen County Sheriff’s Office for Security at the Agency located at 200 W. Market Street, Lima.  These contracts were previously approved under a business contract.  The business has since dissolved and individual contracts need to be entered into for the remainder of the contract period.  Each contract is for an amount not to exceed $5,000.00 and are effective from October 1, 2006 through December 31, 2006.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
C. Bruce Wells, Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #802-06, accept and award proposal from Peterson Construction Company for: Contract A – General, Contract B – Plumbing, Contract C – HVAC, Contract D – Electrical/Instrumentation and the alternate for the construction of the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department’s American II Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements Project.  The Board of Allen County Commissioners opened bids for the said project on November 8, 2006.  Upon review of all bids received the most competitive low bidder on a single contract basis, and substantially below the engineer’s estimate of $8,355,000.00, was Peterson Construction Co. as follows:   Contract A - $6,460,000.00, Contract B - $200,000.00, Contract C - $90,000.00, Contract D - $600,000.00, Alternate - $139,000.00 for a total of $7,489,000.00.  The Project Engineer and the Sanitary Engineer have reviewed all bids and find all to meet the job specifications and are in good order.                        
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
